	CIF Update

Bolsover Active People Programme

JC confirmed funding from Sport England with KPI and financial profiles.  JC circulated a financial profile, and explained that while she was on maternity leave RL would be lead contact for all issues. 

Part of the grant conditions are for a monitoring group to meet on a quarterly basis. The group – RL, LH, PB, JB, MC to meet and report on progress on quarterly basis. RL to send out a list of all meetings.
MB explained CSP are currently looking at creating a database for recording and monitoring projects.

JC asked all projects to submit invoices as stated in their Service Level Agreements in June and December. Payments cannot be made until SLA are signed and returned. 
At previous meetings a £10K allocation for marketing was made. Can all projects calculate the amount they envisage they will need for marketing before the next meeting. Projects were also asked to ensure consistency with regards to design and use of logos. The Sport England, Bolsover Sports Partnership and Active Bolsover Logos should all be used. 

Derbyshire Jogging Network
 MB confirmed that the Jog Derbyshire bid has been successful in securing £209,000 that will employ 2 officers for 3 years, each covering 4 districts. The posts have recently been advertised and will be short listing at the end of the month.

JB raised the issue of rate of pay for the post and felt that it would create an issue with officers.
