	1.
	CIF Stage 1 Submission Update
JC updated the group as to the status of the of the CIF bid, that it had been submitted & in principle has support from Sport England.  James Buller will be the Sport England contact for the Bolsover bid.
Since submission, JC, SS & LH have revisited & amended some of the finances & KPI’s.
JC circulated a spreadsheet containing all projects, financial implications & KPI’s for each strand of the project. 
KA suggested that her professional time be built into the volunteer programme as an in-kind contribution.  The group agreed, KA & JC to agree figure.

SS discussed the need for a Service Level Agreement between the District Council & each lead organisation for the delivery of the programme.  The group agreed, JC to draft SLA’s & circulate.  

The lead organisations also agreed that they would form a CIF Performance Management Group who would meet up to 4 times per year, with bi-annual KPI submissions to Sport England.

	CIF Market Segmentation
JC suggested that the group now need focus on the specific target audience for their project & appropriate methods of marketing & communication.
JC covered the Sport England Market Segmentation tool that provides ideas on appealing activities & marketing ideas to different audiences.

MB updated that these Market Segmentation have now been profiled for Bolsover.

JD updated on a health service texting service that are looking for sporting activities to promote, JC to investigate.

SS suggested establishing a meeting with the Bolsover CVP to collate a mailing database, JC to arrange.
The group agreed to explore the use of a marketing professional to support this development, LH to explore.

SS suggested increasing the marketing requirement, the group agreed to an increase to £10,000 under the heading ‘Marketing & Communications’.

	Return to Sport
MB gave a brief presentation previously given by Hampshire CSP at the Derbyshire Sport Conference in December 2007 who had developed the ‘Return to Sport’ programme.
JC stated that BDC are looking to deliver 3 sports within the programme & were currently looking at badminton, dance (unknown discipline), with the third yet undecided.  KA raised concerns over dance being deemed a ‘sport’ by Sport England.

Several sports were suggested including netball, golf, aerobic type activities & boxing.  The group agreed that some consultation should take place through the SAG’s, with the final decision being made by JC & KA. 

JD suggested that child care provision may increase uptake with some groups.

In relation to the Disability programme, the group agreed that consultation around the type of sport delivered needs to be had with the Disability Sports Forum.  JD confirmed that there are a high number of people in the District with mental disabilities & these may be a target user group.  KA discussed successful football programmes for those with mental disabilities.

JD also suggested that we try to link & get the support from care associations.
