	CIF Update
Bolsover Active People Programme

JC confirmed that the final bid had been submitted following a meeting with Sport England to agree the KPI and financial profile amendments.  A decision is expected within the next few weeks and funding has been requested for 1st June 2008.
JC circulated a financial profile and draft SLA to AH for comment.

JC requested that AH & JB now profile quarterly their KPI’s as this will be the next piece of information that Sport England will request.

AH suggested that a template performance spreadsheet be produced for use by the CIF Monitoring and Evaluation Group.

JC also asked the group how an allocation decision would be made regarding the £10,000 marketing budget.  The group agreed that a facilitator should be used to assess the merits of each project.

Derbyshire Jogging Network
 MB confirmed that the Jog Derbyshire bid has been successful in securing £209,000 that will employ 2 officers for 3 years, each covering 4 districts.  The Job Description is currently being developed.
JC requested that MB/Derbyshire Sport meet with SDO Bobby Green who will be the lead officer in Bolsover.

	Regional CSN Learning Conference
JC and AD attended the Conference on behalf of BDSP and gained useful information on how other CSN’s were developing across the region.
Sport England confirmed continued support for CSN’s in their chosen direction of travel.

	Sport England Sports Development Strategy - Expected Outcomes
JC circulated a paper covering the main areas that are expected to feature in the new Sport England Sports Development Strategy, due for release in April 2008.

The group agreed whilst their priorities are important, the BDSP must focus on areas of priorities for the district and strike a balance between sport, physical activity, school sport and volunteering as all of these will be measured through LA and LAA targets.

	Future BDSP Priorities
The group looked at where the 2006-2008 action plan stemmed from and what had been the priority for the last 18 months.
The action plan was based around increasing adult physical activity levels against the Bolsover Sports Development Strategy objectives and the focus of the CIF bid was predominantly the over 16’s and physical activity agenda.

The group agreed that adults and physical activity must remain a priority, but other areas must now feature as a priority for the BDSP.

The group agreed that the best way forward in addressing what areas would become the priorities would be to rewrite the Bolsover Sports Development Strategy with clear target heading e.g. physical activity, sport, school sport and volunteering for 2009-2012.
It was agreed that the next meeting would engage the current core BDSP members to conduct an in-depth review of what the Strategy has achieved since 2006 and agree the new core headings.

This will be followed by wider consultation with other partner agencies with the use of a facilitator.
The group then looked at membership and agreed with recommendations from JB that the SSCo representative is not required and that AH should become a full voting member.

Additional invites for the strategy consultation would include representatives from Play, Bolsover Wellness/ 5/60 / Community Safety, Children’s Services, CVP and the Skills sector.
