	Active Hub Development with the Health Improvement Team
LS & CB have been heading up a mapping exercise across the 6 hub areas within the district. All areas will be covered collectively under an active Bolsover district website, but each will have their own identity & publication. Options & funding availability were discussed, including selling advertising space within the publications. It was agreed that 2 editions would be produced per year. The first edition will go to each household, with the second edition being available for collection from village locations.

The long term future would be to indentify a large sponsor to invest & to plug any gaps in provision/activity. 
AH suggested that there should be a section that covers the natural environment & the opportunities that they offer e.g. the trails networks & prompting Phoenix Greenways (pdf on the DCC website).

	Derbyshire Sport / Active Derbyshire Update

A Competition Manager has been recruited – Craig Homer who will commence his position next week.
An advert for a Club & Coach Development Officer is now being advertised externally & that position will give a full compliment of staff.

Changes to the Active Derbyshire website to bring in referrals.

Work developing around Active Workplaces, with an award being developed. All to assist in raising it’s profile.

Events calendar has been produced & circulated, encourage uptake in the corporate/team events.

Jog Derbyshire figures were discussed for the period, but still require these against our own targets. Kate Nelson has left Derbyshire Sport, leaving only Tom Crampton, so a less hand approach will develop, but it is likely that funding will continue for the next couple of years.

WC requested the suite of icons used for Active Derbyshire for use at BDC leisure facilities.

	Bolsover SSP Update & Priorities

JB was not present to update fully on the SSP’s development.

JC updated that JB now only works 4 days per week & will update at the next meeting.

WC updated on the community use management agreement in place Frederick Gent School & that funding for a gym on site had been secured through Sport England’s Rural Communities fund & is due to open to the public in the next 6 weeks.

The building developed at Shirebrook Academy is well underway & the next development looks at a full size pitch being installed through Football Foundation funding. Discussions are well advanced for the community use agreement for the sportshall, pitches & dance studio once the build is complete.

Tibshelf School rebuild is now going through, funded by DCC, but the budget has been reduced from approximately £20m to £14m, therefore the offer for sports provision is not yet clear or certain. Negotiations for BDC to manage the community use agreement are also underway.

MO – Gave a brief presentation to the CSN about the new roles

develop links from some of our steering groups to their networks to develop a closer working relationship. AD confirmed that Sporting 
Futures would get in contact to develop partnership working.

AH – Funding confirmed until the end of 2011/12, with negotiations

surrounding funding past this financial year. Limestone Journeys 

project is developing, AH is currently focusing on the archaeological

way – Phoenix Greenways, which will join the Pleasley Vale &

Creswell Crags trails, including cycle routes. 

AD – YSDF – summary given to JC to circulate with the minutes, 

but a very successful project o the whole. A CRT bid has been 

submitted for activities on the Castle Estate. The Derby 10k has 

been confirmed for 1/4/12, with local walk, jog, run 3k events to be 

organised. Netball & Zumba projects being delivered to impact on 

the post 16 girls drop off. AD informed the group that she will be leaving Sporting Futures on 5/10 & Kevin Hatton would attend these 

meetings in the short term. The CSN thanked AD for her input & 

contribution over the last few years & wished her well for the future.
