5. CSN DRAFT ACTION PLAN 
A discussion took place with regard to the CSN Draft Action Plan. With regard to this it was felt an extra column needed to be added in to reflect measurement / outcomes. 
The above informed amendments to the Action Plan which would be revised. The discussion covered a wide range of points including the below. 
1.7 

There was a Derbyshire county wide Cycling Workshop to be held on 15 July in Ashbourne which would help to inform the CSN’s action as to cycling. It was noted that the topic of cycling potentially covered many different elements including for example led rides, recreational cycling, cycle training, trails, clubs, schools and travel plans. It was agreed that a Cycling Sub-group should be set up. The role of leisure centres as hubs was also noted. 
1.14 

The importance of campaigns as well as events was noted. All members of the CSN were asked to suggest events and campaigns to be promoted, regarding which a list and calendar would be agreed at the next meeting. 

An update was given with regard to the Chesterfield Race for Life Events scheduled to take place on 11 July. It was agreed feedback as to the Historic Border Country Walking that had taken place would be useful. 
Actions would need to also include linking with the media and in addition there was an angle with regard to the volunteering agenda. 
1.6 
Rob Gornall gave an overview of what a Health Walk was, the role of Volunteer Walk Leaders plus Natural England’s remit was also explained to the meeting. 

The recent local commissioning of Walking For Health activity by NHS Derbyshire County and the role of Derbyshire Sport was outlined, including aims and outcomes. 

Both Chesterfield Borough Council and North East Derbyshire District Council were currently considering their plans. As part of the aforementioned Chesterfield Borough Council had arranged to meet with Chesterfield Walk This Way and North East Derbyshire District Council were in dialogue with the Ramblers Association. 

James Green felt Childrens Centres would be interested in developing their own Health Walks. In addition, it was understood that local Community Mental Health Teams linking in with Health Promotion’s Karen Wheeler were also looking to develop led Health Walks. 

Philip Arrandale informed the meeting of the Walk Leader training delivered by Chesterfield Walk This Way. 

It was agreed that a Walking Sub-group should be set up.

The importance of promoting and linking in with the Active Derbyshire campaign was agreed by all. 

3.1 
It was agreed with regard to under represented groups that the CSN at the next meeting should look at the market segmentation data from the Active People Survey. With regard to this action to address issues would involve all CSN members looking at their service plans and activities. In the meantime, it was noted that disabled people and BME communities were two groups which were known generally to have lower levels of participation in physical activity. Regarding the aforementioned Kelly Massey gave an update with regard to the Active Ability Project and Mike Davie informed the meeting of a piece of work led by his Public Health colleague, Helen Stockton in partnership with Derbyshire Adult Community Education and the British Heart Foundation which was targeting Muslim women.

Chesterfield College and the Partnership Development Managers had a key role to play as to above. It was suggested that a link up with NGBs and clubs should also be looked at as well as Leisure Centres playing a role. With regard to this last point it was noted with regard to direct debit arrangements that some 16 year olds may not have bank accounts. 

It was agreed that a Sub-group to look at the drop-off in young people’s physical activity levels should be set up.

It was noted that there was a link with regard to the above as to the Walking and Cycling Sub-groups. It was felt that it would be useful for a representative to regularly attend CSN meetings from Derbyshire County Council Countryside Services.
