Fencing Update

3 of the sessions have now been delivered at Callow Park to 23 people. These are going well. The next session will be on 26th May. Rob to publicise again the fencing sessions in Wirksworth. 

Floyd is contacting people in the Ashbourne area regarding sessions. These will start on 30.04.10 on Fridays 4.15pm-5.45pm at Queen Elizabeth Grammar School. Then 7th, 14th, 21st May 11th, 18th, 25th June, final session 2nd July. Sue to contact people at Bankcroft and others in the Ashbourne community who may be interested. The ratio is 12:1, Floyd can bring in another coach if there are more people. Floyd will contact people in the Matlock area. The 8 sessions are planned to start in September. Rob will investigate the possibility of having the sessions at Highfields School.
Disability Football

A 10 week trial period (see flyer) starts on Tuesday 20th April. It is hoped to become a sustainable club, therefore the possibility of collecting subs to be looked into. The sessions to take place in the main sports hall at Wirksworth leisure centre. A county league to be set up. There is £2,000,’Aiming High’ funding available for equipment , additional funds will be required for room hire, which is £18.00 per hour (£180.00 for 10 week session).This may be covered in the future with subs, suggestion of £2.00 per session may be sufficient. There are football coaches trained and are volunteering their time to deliver the 10week sessions with financial support from the DDDS group.
Archery

Graham Dawson explained his involvement as a coach at an archery club which is based behind the Three Stags pub at Two Dales, Darley Dale. The cost is £5.00 per head for a two and a half hour session. The normal ratio is 12:1, Graham can bring in other coaches to assist, but support will be required from those who know the people they are bringing. Graham can train helpers. All equipment will be provided , other equipment if needed is available at Sharley Park at Clay Cross where other disability sessions take place on Tuesdays 11.00 – 2.30. Both sessions are fully accessible. The club rules specify that after attending 6 ‘taster’ sessions you then become a club member. In the summertime sessions take place outside, indoors there is a 20 yards shooting range, nets are needed for safety reasons. The clubs insurance covers individuals for the duration of the 6 taster sessions then own cover is required unless covered by individual or centre insurance. Judith to inform Bankcroft when Golding House has their taster sessions.
Boccia
Alice Wright explained about funding to set up a district club. Start up costs include equipment, training for coaches, venue hire. DDDS group to look at this as a project as there is money ring-fenced for this sport. A possible problem is finding a venue with a big enough area for a boccia court which is twelve and a half metres long. A possibility would be the large room at the Medway Centre at Bakewell which would be central for playing the High Peak league members. Judith to contact the administrator to check out size and costs. Currently there are no courts ready marked out in the vicinity. DDDS  group to ensure their input is recognised when the new sports centre is built in Matlock. Jean and Alice to work on looking at local need. Jean to investigate the Whitworth Centre at Darley Dale.

Inclusive Equipment and Training

There is £2,500 worth of  inclusive equipment such as sensory sports items available in kit bags in Rob’s office which can be used . Contact Rob for details. There is training available for staff in it’s use at a coat of £20.00 per head. Rob to look into any free training which may be available.
