‘Aiming High’ Funding Bid

Disability Football Sessions

Boccia Club Development  
1) Floyd attended the meeting to discuss moving the project on. 

A mini project is proposed for Queen Elizabeth’s School in Ashbourne, Patsy and Jill Lockwood to coordinate a 10 week block of sessions. CRB checks will need to be organised for people who are not employed at QEG’s. A suitable room needs to be identified at the school as there is no availability at Ashbourne Leisure Centre. It was proposed for this to commence from Easter onwards, possibly 4.00 - 5.00pm. There will be 12 places available, but realistically this could be 5. Those highlighted could have autism, learning difficulties or visual impairment. Bankcroft are expected to take up some of these places.  A meeting to be arranged between, Floyd, Sue, Patsy and Jill. The day of the week yet to be agreed.  
John will organise sessions to be held at Callow Park, possibly 6.00- 7.00pm on Thursdays. Rob can organise CRB checks through DDDC, (volunteers are checked for free).
The Matlock area sessions are hoped to be held at Highfields School (either site). Places to be available for Golding House and other students with cerebral palsy and autism. A meeting to be arranged with Jill Donaldson, special needs coordinator . Tel 01629 581888.
There is a year available to deliver the project and it is hoped to make it self-funding so that the clubs become established and sustainable. A subscription of £2.00 per person per session was suggested.
The cost of room hire was discussed; costings are based on leisure centre rates. All Saints Church Hall is value for money, possible venue.

The Wirksworth group is keen to begin asap.

Floyd is keen to attract wheelchair users.

It was agreed that after the initial meetings a marketing strategy is needed. Promotion will be via flyers, leisure centre displays, DDDC data base of people with disabilities to be used including border with Staffordshire.

Numbers, retention and gender splits to be monitored.

Floyd to approach possible links regarding promotion.

Floyd to invoice at the end of 8 weeks from the three projects.

Floyd to make contact prior to the next meeting.

2) ‘Aiming High’ project. Rob attended a meeting in South Derbyshire where they have an underspend. Rob emailed group members regarding ideas for use of a transfer of funds. £2,300 has been allocated for fencing equipment to be stored at Ashbourne. Rob will check the groups constitution regarding ownership of any equipment purchased.

2) Rob has £2,500 worth of ‘Davis Sport’ equipment bags available for use by interested parties. These include a kit bag aimed at those with visual impairment, a soccer ability kit bag for wheelchair users and other types are available. Rob will email the list out; the bags could be stored regionally. Janice Price has funding for staff to train on a Federation of Disability Sport course at Etwall, John Port School. A kit bag of multi coloured ‘fun’ games could be used for warm-up sessions. The bags will be stored initially at Anthony Gell School, and then split for distribution.
3) There has been a grant of £1,500 for handrails etc to be fitted in Leisure Centres and for floatation devises to be used for relaxation sessions in pools. Link through Paul East.

4) Wirksworth Colts are keen to start up a disability football team. Rob is writing a bid for a football team similar to the fencing bid. Coaches are already trained in disability football. Pete Collins (DCFC) is the link. These will be run at Wirksworth Leisure Centre.

5) There is £3,200 available to develop a boccia club. Possibly to take place in the minor hall at Ashbourne Leisure Centre. Wirksworth have a grant to refurbish the minor hall there, this may be a venue for Boccia and possible promotion of the sport. Rob will check with Catherine how this grant can be spent. Jean will speak to Alice Wright (Buxton College, Boccia Coach) about her involvement next week.

A.O.B.
1) Archery. Jean had contacted Peter Greaves who runs a club at Darley Bridge. Jean will contact Graham Dawson who already runs a disability archery club at Sharley Park at Clay Cross and invite him to the next meeting. Taster sessions may be possible.
2) Now that Catherine is leaving, the training session still needs to be delivered at Ashbourne. Claire Mosley is covering for Paul East at present. Jean offered to support Sue if necessary, possibly on a Friday when they are available. Rob to contact Claire for dates, etc.
3) Sue is keen to introduce multi sports sessions similar to the Derby, ‘Sports Ability’ and Chesterfield ‘Active Ability’ ones. Availability of leisure centres for possible weekly one hour sessions to be investigated, however the shift patterns of staff was recognised as a continuity issue. Rob will get costs of coaches who are trained to work with people with disabilities. 

4) Orienteering. Rob to look again at his research into mapping and suitable sites. Some are owned by DDDC such as Hall Leys Park in Matlock, the ground staff there would work with this group on mapping a local course with regard to accessibility.

2) John will organise the fencing sessions to be held at Callow Park, possibly 6.00- 7.00pm on Thursdays.

3) A meeting to be arranged with Jill Donaldson, special needs   coordinator regarding fencing at Highfields.
4) Rob will check the groups constitution regarding ownership of any equipment purchased

5) Rob will email the list of equipment kit bags out.

6) Jean will speak to Alice Wright (Buxton College, Boccia Coach) about her involvement in creating a boccia club next week.

7) Jean will contact Graham Dawson who already runs a disability archery club at Sharley Park at Clay Cross and invite him to the next meeting.
8) Rob to contact Claire Mosley regarding dates for delivering training to leisure centre staff.
9) Rob will get costs of coaches who are trained to work with people with disabilities regarding multi sports session.
10) Rob to look again at his research into orienteering mapping. 

11) Matt to sign a few blank cheques next time he is available.

12) Rob to check with Catherine how the  grant money can be spent with relation to boccia.
