1) The first training session was delivered by Catherine and Charlotte on Friday 11th September at Bakewell leisure Centre, some of the staff from Matlock and Ashbourne attended too. The funding will cover costs, but a charge of possibly £2.00 per session may benefit sustainability and add value to the sessions. The funding is for three venues across 25 weeks, and then hopefully club membership will follow.
