Minutes of Last Meeting

Disability Sport Plan

Andrea passed on that James Cook thanked the SDO forum for their input at the last meeting.

The Disability Sport Plan will be an 18 month Action Plan not 12 as originally discussed. The plan is now in its final stage and will be launched shortly.

County Association Meeting Schedule

The county meeting schedule has been updated – see attached.

Allison Nolan will continue to circulate Coach Bursary applications by email and understood reasons why this was the preferred. 

DSSA was missing off the list. Kelly currently is a rep on this group. Derbyshire Sport has 2 reps (Youth Sport Officer & County Competition Manager). DSSA will lead the Competition Level 3 (County Schools Structure) and will continue to sport local school sport associations and county sport specific associations. KM agreed to be a SDO rep on the group and send an update email to the Chair of the group. EC to update list and circulate.
Social Network Information

JC agreed to provide a workshop at the next meeting. 

NHS Contract

Contracts have been signed and the new structure of meetings has started to take place. 

Points were raised on the Walks for Health programme being part of a wider steering group and not being discussed in enough detail. The meeting structure will develop over time. 
Choosing Health Funding have announced significant cuts (30%) in place from next year. CN understands this will affect grant funding and not core funding. HBS explained that South Derbyshire are hosting their Choosing Health funding. 

Sport Makers

Initial meeting took place in July. Each district is required to feedback to Andrea about number of potential places per district. Only received feedback from South Derbyshire so far.
Chesterfield & Derby Colleges showed an interest as well as the University of Derby. Initial indications showed that the targets could have been 50% achieved by the people who expressed an interest through the partners who were present. 

Derbyshire Sport will amend figures with Sport England to ensure the programme is delivered effectively to amended numbers. 
Four applicants completed an expression of interest form about becoming a facilitator. This is being managed by an external organisation. Andrea is liaising with Sport England and this programme.
Sportivate

2012-2013 round: A 2 week window will be available for districts and NGBs to send potential applications to Derbyshire Sport who will collate a list and recirculate to all appropriate partners (eg. NGB applications with an interest in delivering in districts will be circulated around to districts).

This will take place in October.

Paul Chambers – currently working 3 days Derbyshire Sport and 2 days Derby City Council
Derbyshire County Council Additional Funding (Andrea Stone)
DCC have expressed an interest in offering additional funding following the showcase event on 6th July. David Lowe who represented Derbyshire County Council at the event has proposed the following in consultation with Derbyshire Sport;

Club Grants £200,000 (Allocated this year, can be spent by July 2012)

This would mirror the Community Grant Scheme with a sport theme - £1000 per grant.

· Standard documents in place (eg. Constitution, Bank Account, Codes of Conduct etc)

General comments

· A general case study report from successful clubs, not just focusing on numbers

· JC offered to send info across based on similar process in Bolsover (Capital Fund, Gifted and Talented Fund and Small Grants Fund)
· Email circulation to partners on clubs who have applied (Including NGBs and SDO’s) similar to Coach Bursary process
· Can community groups as well as sports clubs apply?
· Will 3 rounds of funding work with split allocations or is one round more appropriate?
· Geographical allocations or first come first serve? 

· County led press release and promotion for local partners to further promote

· Which sports would be included?
· 2 rounds with a final round if required

· Can this be match funding for a bigger project

County Panel

3 SDO reps on each round – share responsibility across the county – all agreed

Club Developers (£20,000)

A team of people working 1:1 with clubs to build the knowledge of the Derbyshire structure and enable them to develop inline with NGB guidelines.

£30 per club, 8 hours per club (6 hours contact, 2 hours admin) – including travel costs/time

Workforce would be developed through an application process.
General comments

· All partners felt it was valuable for clubs to receive 1:1 support

· Potential conflict of interest with SDO’s working as consultants in own district
· Issues around employing sole traders in relation to tax, self employment contracts etc 
· Each district works very differently and one size will not fit all – some have the staff capacity and the funding could support their posts, others do not have capacity and would have to commission out to external providers
· Allocated amount per club project (min 8 hours, £305 = £240 + £65 management fee)

· Which sports? Small, Larger clubs, NGB links etc
· 1 page application form returned to Local level could form the decision process
· Allocated by March 2012, spent by July 2012

· Proposed 2-5 people per club as reps at the meeting
· Advice on publicity can be an important resource for clubs (disability, safeguarding etc)
· Central promotion that local partners can support – one key message

Coach Bursary (£10,000)

Potentially to extend the existing Coach Bursary fund to include physical activity instructors, committee members, return to sport, jog leaders. Andrea will provide further information at a later date.

Previously discussed – A further £10,000 is also allocated to Coach Bursary existing fund

Chesterfield: Internal workshop to be held across all departments with an interest in Olympic Legacy. Also working with NE Derbyshire/LSP on a torch relay/replica torches. 

Derby City: One Year to Go event took place on the Market Place. 

Issues around costs of hosting events – potentially every day during Olympics at BBC screens

International Paralympic Day – an event taking place (linked to Sainsburys)

100 days to go, 50 days to go events planned

South Derbyshire: Choosing Health funding to support 6 x community events. One Year to Go event held. Existing events linked to Olympics: eg. Liberation Day, Festival of Sport
