Appendix B
CSN Annual Report

Achievements

· Erewash CSN have ran year two of a three year project run as part of the Sport England community investment fund focussing on the development of clubs and volunteers within Erewash. The project is monitored against a set of pre agreed key performance indicators which in most cases we have surpassed this year. In addition to this there are now 5 sport specific forums attached to it. The project has also raised Erewash CSN’s profile within the Sport and Health Community regionally and sees it represented on no fewer than 3 steering and strategy groups attached to the post.

· Erewash CSN accessed £5000 from the PCT choosing health fund to deliver jogging and walking sessions within target areas in the borough. Unfortunately delivery did not go to schedule for a number of reasons and the late start to the projects delivery means it is someway under budget and short of it’s intended outcomes. However this money has been rolled over the financial year 11/12 and delivery is beginning to show some outcomes as a result. The CSN will continue to support the development of this project.

· Erewash CSN have reviewed the existing action plan and in light of the changes to the structure of sport delivery in light of the comprehensive spending review and the continuing uncertainty for the future. They have proposed an interim plan with key development outcomes until more clarity arises. This plan is currently in development.

· Erewash CSN have devised criteria for a targeted physical activity project to run as part of their choosing health funding. The criteria will be circulated over the next couple of weeks with a view to delivery in the next financial year. It is expected an external partner or partners will lead the delivery of this project under the management of the CSN.

· Erewash CSN have pledged partnership, assistance and expertise to various funding bids throughout the year which amongst others included an Olympic legacy bid and a family physical activity event bid.

· Erewash CSN ran the annual Erewash sports awards event which saw more nominations across a range of categories. There was more external sponsorship for this event than in previous years suggesting it’s profile is rising. Long Eaton and Draycott Table Tennis Club, One of the winners for the event were shortlisted for the county wide sports awards. All winners received a £40 cheque and framed certificate.

· Erewash CSN updated and redeveloped it’s sport directories which now features more accredited clubs than ever before as a reflection on the work done within the borough around club and volunteer development. 

· Erewash Disability Sports Group- partner members of the CSN have continued to develop the boccia sessions at West Park. They have actively addressed issues around making the session more sustainable and have sourced £999 worth of funding from a council grant to work towards this goal.
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
