	Finance Report
MB presented the year end financial report. This was still not the final report. The year end surplus was projected to be circa £240k, which is improved on £210k budgeted.  
Derbyshire County Council has confirmed an increased contribution to core costs of £20k per annum for 2011/12 with probability that this will be recurring year on year.

	Staffing Report
The Director presented the staffing report.  

It was noted that Sport England is to contribute £23k per annum for the next 2 years to deliver the Sport Makers programme. This is a Volunteers recruitment programme for over 16s. Consultation with partners is planned to determine how best to deliver the programme in Derbyshire. The appointment of a part time, fixed term post within Derbyshire Sport (£15k per annum) was agreed in principle if partners wished to follow that approach.
Consultation had been completed around Jog Derbyshire programme and future capacity. It was agreed to extend the Jog Derbyshire Co-ordinators contract for a further 12 months at a maximum cost to Derbyshire Sport of £20k and to continue work to identify an alternative host organisation. It was noted that the redundancy process would begin immediately for the Jog Derbyshire Officer post.

· Noted the resignation of the Governing Body Officer and approved recruitment of a replacement for this post
