	Financial Report

The Director presented the management accounts for year end 2009/10 and the projected budgets for 2011/12 and 2012/13.  He reported an unrestricted surplus of £240k, which was an increase on the budget due to cost savings within core expenditure.  He reported that ministerial approval for DoH money of £60k had still not been received. He presented contingency plans should the grant not be received. This would require £60k to be saved from within the year.
The Director discussed the impact of Single Status and highlighted that most salaries will be affected and slightly reduced. As a result 4 staff appeals are pending.  Overtime costs have been projected between £5k - £8k per annum, this will be managed tightly and staff will require approval in advance for any overtime work.  

It was agreed to increase the Derbyshire Sport contribution for Sports Awards from £4k to £8k for this financial year.

The Derbyshire Sport Trust has been established, the accounts will be managed by the trustees and a separate set of accounts will be produced.  Some coach bursary money will be transferred to the Trust to provide it wit start up capital.
