Previous Actions

Action 1
Needs surveys – work is in hand to offer provision across the district to fill the gaps identified and also address hotspots.  The Positive Youth Activities Group is also involved in this work.

Action 2
Minimum age required for Jog Leaders is 16.  Amanda has been working with Tom Crampton to write the district plan for Jog Derbyshire in South Derbyshire.  Jog leader training will take place in January.

Action 3
The fun run event has now taken place and an action plan is now required to cover future events.

Action 4
Stuart still to speak to Karen Bradley at Toyota regarding jogging for the workforce.  ACTION 1 – STUART

5 hour offer – Steve Smith

3.1
Latest Government initiative is to offer young people 2 hours of high quality PE as part of the National Curriculum plus access to 3 hours of sport after school.

3.2 Sport England is to pick up the community angle through clubs.

3.3 Sport Unlimited is a programme to provide sport at secondary schools after school on school sites, and can be based at community venues as well.

3.4 Second round of funding bid deadline falls after Christmas – if anyone has any ideas for projects from April 2009 to March 2010 please contact Steve

3.5 School club links to be promoted with a poster for every school classroom, giving information on clubs in the district.

3.6 A programme of leadership courses is planned for 2009. 

3.7 Sustainability has been a problem in the past so clubs will be given funding to encourage them to continue once the school programmes are over.

3.8 Midway Football Club caters for those with physical disabilities, but further provision is scarce and could be improved.

3.9 Debbie has been working with Aiming High, which gives funding for disabled children, for additional equipment and lodges.
3.10 The fitness suite at the new Etwall Leisure Centre will have accreditation – from parking to equipment and staff training.

4. Sports College – update by Steve Smith on behalf of Richard Tilley

4.1
A steering group has been set up to test and challenge the activities and achievements of the Sports College and Pingle School.  This group includes Debbie, Hannah and Steve amongst others.

4.2
Friday Night Project – youth club based mostly on sport to run on Friday nights during term time at Granville School from January 2009.  Steve and Hannah are working with the Youth Service to provide support and a variety of coaches will be employed.  Funding will come via the Sports College, and other avenues of funding are being explored.  The Youth Club, aimed at 13-19 year-olds, will be free at point of service initially.

Update pro forma to be introduced for each section to address areas marked in amber or red.

Specific individual targets will appear on the plan, which will link with the Derbyshire Sport Strategy.

5.3 Raising the Profile of Sport – item updated regularly.  Athletes have received awards from various sources including Talented Athlete Bursary Scheme, annual District and County Sports Awards and sports pass schemes.  Promotional press releases have appeared locally.  Keith Bull at the Swadlincote Times could be a useful local contact to use.

Sports Club Directory – hard copies being distributed to clubs, libraries, Youth Service etc.  Online version updated regularly.  Hard copy updated at intervals.

5.5
Community sports development – successes achieved in play scheme provision, youth activities programme and after school provision.  Youth Service providing some funding via Positive Youth Activities Programme and assisting with sessions.  Further training to take place and Marketing Plan to be written to improve adult opportunities too.

John Port Facility Development Plan being compiled with input from Badminton England and Parish Council.  To be reported at the next JMC.

Marketing Plan 2009 - joined up approach to be used in order to market things consistently across the district.

5.8 Older People’s Needs Survey – action plan produced and actions implemented.

5.9 Club Directory complete, Coach education programme and courses taking place.

5.10 Volunteering (Kitbag Heroes) – Laura has been liaising with Spirita and Price Waterhouse Coopers to link volunteers with clubs.  This could open opportunities for sponsorship in the future.

Amanda - Physical activity
5.11 Walking Festival 2009 being planned. Brochures available shortly.

5.12 Jog Derbyshire – 4 coaches now trained within South Derbyshire.

5.13 Health Trainers Scheme – 5 volunteer walk leaders trained so far and Debbie, Amanda and Andy at CVS have been trained to train volunteers.

5.14 One-off stop smoking sessions in New Year at GBLC.  Hoping to set up group at GBLC in future.

5.15 Healthier South Derbyshire/Everyone Active promotional event taking place at GBLC on 24 January 2009 from 10-2pm.

5.16 50+ Needs Survey complete.  Highlighted need to promote activities for the over 50’s.

5.17 GP referral New to Exercise Scheme funded countywide by Sport England.  Reporting methods for KPI’s not clear and require revision.

5.18 Following on from New to Exercise a ‘Buddy’ scheme is to be set up to engage people into mainstream exercise once they have completed the scheme.

Zoe- Facilities

5.19 Eureka Park – bid to football foundation for changing facilities in process.

5.20 Etwall Leisure Centre – work on target.

5.21 John Port School – evaluation of PE required to identify needs.

5.22 Football pitch improvement – part of facilities improvement plan.

5.23 Melbourne Leisure Centre Feasibility Study – how to go forward when Etwall project complete?

5.24 Chestnut Avenue, Midway – working with Midway FC in bid to Football Foundation for changing facilities and to develop adjacent land.

5.25 ATP at John Port – Requests to use as primary ground from Repton Casuals, Hilton Harriers and Tutbury Tigers.

5.26 MUGA at Newhall - £25,000 received.

5.27 County Facilities Plan – gaps in action plan for South Derbyshire.  Possibly employ Groundwork next year to produce a strategy for the district

Derbyshire Sport update
Active people – Margaret

6.1 Sport England funded survey on exercise – data previously circulated.

6.2 Now able to compare data between county and district.  Some categories show increase, some decrease, but no significant changes.

6.3 If KPI’s fail over the next few years it is possible that DCC may give more funding.  Stuart has met with David Joy to discuss performance measures.  It is essential to get senior management interested and put the issues highlighted higher on the political agenda.

6.4 Survey to be repeated until 2010.

Free Swimming

7.1
As part of a government initiative, funding is available (for 2 years) to provide free swimming for those aged 60 and over, and those aged 16 and under.

7.2
Swimming providers would like to extend the free swimming to 18 years and under.
7.3
A free swimming card is planned and a bid to fund this and to provide software and equipment to run the scheme will be submitted to DCMS.

7.4
Campaigns to launch the scheme will be held across the county and it is hoped that everyone will be signed up and administration complete by mid-February.

7.5
A marketing group has been set up to design the card and to plan advertising and promotions.

8. Any other business / members updates – all

8.1
Stuart - A Sustainable Communities event will be held at Toyota on 4 February run jointly with Jo Smith from CVS.  Stalls with facilitators will give information on health and the environment with the aim of ascertaining where South Derbyshire would like to be with regard to these issues over the next 10 years.  This will be a good opportunity to promote the importance of sport.

8.2 Stuart - Play Partnership meeting to be arranged to plan spending on children’s play, which should amount to £1.1 million for Derbyshire.
