4. Matters Arising 

CN gives brief update on service for High Peak Borough Council including Andy Brown taking redundancy. The service is undergoing a restructure and it is currently unclear what staff resources will be allocated.

5. Derbyshire Sport Update 
Jog Derbyshire update includes groups running well in Glossop, re-promotion of groups in New Mills, potential new group in Chapel being supported by EB through Village Games project. 

KN looking at organising a leader’s forum for all leaders across the High Peak to meet and discuss best practice etc.

6. Sportivate 

CN explained the programme Derbyshire Sportivate guidance attached. High peak has been allocated £9548 annually over the next four years. Discussion around how to engage that target group 14-25 – word of mouth, social networking, and leisure centres suggested promotion avenues. 

7. Return to Sport – future development 

MB reports county application has been submitted for regional funding for further money over a two-year period, which could be used to expand on and develop the programme. 

CSN could run a Return to Sport programme using the funding available that includes under spend on the initial Return to Sport programme as well as linking with Villages Games and allocating CSN funding.
