1. Introductions

RB introduced to the group as the co-ordinator for the health trainer scheme on behalf of the PCT for the High Peak area. The health trainer scheme has been developed by the Derbyshire County PCT to recruit and train volunteers to support groups and offer lifestyle based information and signpost to exercise opportunities. They could also act as a buddy to support people over a few weeks until they feel confident enough to continue opportunities. Currently 6 trained health trainers in the High Peak. RB area covers High Peak and Derbyshire Dales except for Glossop.

3. Minutes of Previous Meeting

4. Matters Arising

High Peak Sports Awards, a separate group should review the awards and feedback at the next meeting.

Review of priorities for the group and how to best use the funding on the agenda but to be deferred until the next meeting when more partners are represented. Any application for CSN funding would need to be linked to the priorities of the action plan and the main priority that hasn’t had work contributed to is volunteering. 

AB put the point across that if we use a funding template then this group could be a perceived as a closed group accessing the CSN funding, it was felt that it would be more appropriate to commission work based on the projects the partners identify through the action plan. It was agreed that all partners would need to be present to formally review the action plan and ensure robust projects are outlined from the actions that the funding can help to develop. 

EC suggested a coach education programme linked to the sports forums would engage with local volunteers in sport and benefit local clubs and activity groups. It was agreed to invite the V involved team from Glossop Volunteer Centre to the next meeting. 

MB reports that Derbyshire Sport are speaking to the voluntary sector to ascertain where the expertise was across sport and voluntary sector so clubs can be informed who they need to engage with. The findings were that all the agencies and services available were unaware of each other’s remits and there wasn’t a clear picture on how volunteers in sport can be supported. 

ACTION: to look at the possibility of running a workshop at the next meeting to look at volunteering and linking people to clubs and groups and promoting sport in the High Peak. CN to discuss with partners and set a format for the workshop. 

5. Derbyshire Sport Update 

MB reports Active Derbyshire Website will be launched in January to act as a one-stop shop for sport and exercise information. There will be an interactive element to allow people to log activity on the website and this will allow feedback to be gathered to report back to Sport England. The directory of activities will be linked to the Derbyshire Directory so people can log there club / group and it will be promoted through the Active Derbyshire website. 

Official press launch of Jog Derbyshire and Active Derbyshire in mid January. 

First Jog Derbyshire training ran in November with 3 people from High Peak attending. There will be further training in January probably in Chesterfield. There will be more flexibility once Jog Derbyshire Officers are qualified to deliver the training. CN and EC to meet with KN to discuss developing the scheme and identifying more potential leaders. 

AB raises the issue that all press titled under Derbyshire doesn’t engage people in the High Peak, might get a better response if all press is linked to High Peak. 

Consultation document on new plan for sport and active Derbyshire hopefully out in draft in December.

6. CSN CIF Project Update

CN updates on the project. Sarah Smith current HPBC Dance CSC appointed Families CSC. Paul Stepto appointed as 45+ CSC. Both posts holders have now started and will attend next CSN meeting to be introduced to partners.  

Hand out with baseline figures for the project handed out to everyone. 

All partners encouraged to engage with the two coaches to discuss areas of work. PB to meet with PS to discuss the Waist watches programme and how his role could support the programme. 

7. Village Games concept / Support for Sport (1.30 pm - Hayley Lever)

HL updates the group – small grant to start a social enterprise 

Business plan to develop projects in local communities including village games and support for sport. 

Village games idea is around broadening sport activities available in villages through community groups and families. Possibly developing into a league / competition concept with villages competing. Aim to start small and work with a few villages in the Peak Park (High Peak / North Dales). AB gives example of similar project and the issues were capacity within the villages. 

Around 15 villages identified that has some capacity and now looking at consultation. In the High Peak examples are Chinley, Hayfield. Other suggestions include Peak Dale in the High Peak and Winster in the Derbyshire Dales. 

The project would involve employing a project manager and then possibly supporting villages that need sports specific help through coaches. This could be done through volunteer club coaches. There could be an element of using outdoor sports but this would require more resources. Would be more realistic to have standard sports and then have annual festivals at each venue where other activities could be on offer. 

Business plan costing in best case would be £50,000, as it is difficult to attract funding the plan is being redrafted and a smaller scale pilot to be run at a reduced cost. AB suggests accessing Positive Activities Funding for 14-19 years from April next year, or possibly through Sport Unlimited. Awards for All will be submitted. The CSN could look at the project with a view to a small amount of funding. There could potentially be a small amount of funding through the LSP. 

Support for Sport is the concept of working with communities to link them with professionals and get them support. As well as this it was to help fund provision to fill gaps in village community structures. MB reports that there is still an East Midlands Business Support Agency that maybe able to support such a project.

10. AOB 

AB – HPBC signed up to Free Swim Initiative for under 16’s and 60+ from next year for two years, there is a funding gap of around £8400. PW to approach G & T PCT with any funding towards the Free Swimming. Have been invited to attend Sport England Workshop based on capital fund for free swimming to work up a stage 2 funding bid for 1.2 million pounds. 

AB reports the artificial turf pitch at Glossop is now open and is fully subscribed. The surface is accredited by the international body for Hockey and it is promoted as a recreation surface for hockey. It has raised issues of if you can play competitive hockey although it is a 40mm surface that complies with England Hockey regulations. 

Current Street Sport programme running that is partially funded by Sport Unlimited. Tailored programme to attract young people that are at risk of being involved in anti-social behaviour. Main activities include football, basketball and cheerleading. 

AB also reports that we have an 86.3% non-reoffending rate for ASBS at the moment. This is forming part of the Team Mates programme to mentor these young people through sport. EC suggests feeding the young people into the Duke of Edinburgh project. 

AB also reports that Gamesley Healthy Living Centre is housing G & T PCT and DCC 0-11 services. All the funding streams that ran the centre have ended therefore G & T PCT and DCC are contributing around £20, 000 each to run the centre for the next two years with a remit to develop sport and healthy living. Looking to appoint two people in the New Year. 

RG gives information on planning in place to run a junior triathlon in June during National School Sport week. Working with Friends of Pavilion Gardens, HPBC, DC Leisure, Buxton Community School and High Peak Triathlon Club. Any support that can be offered to the project please contact RG particularly if can sign post volunteers. The event can also be used to promote other schemes such as Jog Derbyshire. MB suggest contacting British Triathlon to add it to there youth triathlon programme. If a road closure order is required then that is done through the HPBC. 

RG also reports that Sports Leaders UK have acknowledged Buxton Community School as a hub site. They need to run community based leadership so any groups that can feed into the project signpost them to RG. 

EC reports that they have been successful in applying for PAFYP people funding to run the Duke of Ed project. The scheme is already fully subscribed therefore looking to access further funding to support more young people. AB suggests sending EM from DCC YSM to see if there is any further funding in the pot.

CN gives a brief update on High Peak’s potential bid to host the World Mountain Running Championships in 2011. An initial meeting has taken place with partners to discuss the possibility and it was agreed to explore the financial requirements before agreeing to submit a formal application.
