3. Minutes of previous meeting

4. Matters Arising 

AW asked if HPBC are applying for free swimming teaching lessons as part of the overall free swimming scheme? CN to follow up with AB.
JM asked if the Buxton Outdoors activity programme was being delivered over the summer? CN reports that this was being drive by Richard Gartside who has now left his post and there isn’t anyone currently in post to take this up. The programme is unlikely now to be delivered as the summer holidays have started.  

Rural games county application is currently being assessed by Sport England. There is also an application being considered to Sport England innovation fund. The concept is the return to sport idea around getting people playing sport that used to take part in an informal manner in a none competitive environment. 

5. Derbyshire Sport Update

Active Peoples Survey 

MB updates the group on active people’s survey with most recent results from April 08-09 but once again the figures are not statistically significant but suggest a direction of travel. It is not clear how many people have been surveyed during this period but they suggest a downward turn in participation. 

CN updates the group on how locally we are collecting data to evidence the work being done to increase the NI8 figures. This has resulted in the establishment of a critical indicator group across HPBC and SMDC to address the NI8 issue. This process of collecting evidence is being done at county level as well so need to ensure that both local and county measures to show evidence are aligned. 

There will also be some sampling of target groups to show impact on populations being targeted within the work being undertaken at county and local level. 

Active Peoples surveying is now including dance and gardening which were not included in previous year. 

Jog Derbyshire 

There will be further Jog Derbyshire training on the 23rd August which was going to link in with Jog England this direction has now changed and will link in with Run in England and the training will be different. It will help develop the programme in terms of entering into a more formal partnership which has the benefits of participants getting equipment. The branding for Jog Derbyshire won’t change. 

New branded post cards being printed that will go out through library networks and into leisure centres. They will also go out through Derbyshire County PCT, PW will forward on contact details for health improvement team at T & G PCT as another form of getting the information out in the Glossop area. 

JM suggests that they could run an article in there Peak magazine that goes to all households in the High Peak area. MB too speak to Rachel Weir marketing officer at DS. 

Active Derbyshire

The Active Derbyshire Plan is in it final evolution and will be promoted in the near future as the Active Derbyshire website is launched. There will be elements on the website where people can search for activities in there area and asking all providers to upload information onto the website. Copy provided. 

6. CSN CIF project update – High Peak Active 

CN gives an update on the project, the participation figures for year 1 have been met although are currently slightly down on the overall throughput figures. The project has also overachieved on its volunteering KPI’s and is on track to achieve the 45+ engagement element. 

DR adds an update on the family engagement element and success of linking with the Health 4 Life and Change for Life programmes. 

Most success through orienteering, walking and dance activities. 

Issues around sustaining jogging groups through advertising, a better response through working with engaged groups such as Waist Watches. 

AW questions why the KPI’s around disability are showing as zero. CN concedes that the monitoring method wasn’t appropriate to pick this data out which has been addressed. Also that it isn’t always clear if someone has got a disability without asking and this isn’t always appropriate.

8. Childhood Obesity 

CN / DR / MB give an update on the Childhood obesity programme that is developing as a county project. This is developing a healthy lifestyle programme at 3 levels:

5/60 delivers a 12 week activity and health eating programme to year 5 pupils in identified target schools. One session a week that will delivered by sport coaches trained in healthy eating education. These sessions will be during curriculum time. 

PACE will be a 6 week follow up programme delivered as an after school club using a multi skills / fundamentals approach to physical activity for year 5 pupils identified as needing extra support in addition to the Health 4 Life programme. The session will be open to the whole family so encouraging parents and siblings to attend. 

Health 4 Life is the final element of the programme aimed at years 7/8 that are identified as needing additional support following on from the move from primary to secondary school. The programme will deliver healthy eating and physical activity sessions as well as looking at self-esteem and body image. 

All these projects link closely to the CIF funded High Peak Active Project.

9. High Peak and Dales Leadership Academy – Funding Support
