3. Minutes of previous meeting

4. Matters Arising 

MB gave an update on the county Village games application to Sport England’s Rural Communities Fund. The application has been successful at getting through to round 2 of rural community’s fund; Hayley Lever will now take a lead on working through the stage 2 process with partners including High Peak Borough Council.  

CN discussed the critical improvement data drawn up by HPBC, CN to circulate the summary sheet to the group. MB gives an update on progress through Active Peoples Survey 3. 

High Peak Active Project CN to send round updated monitoring figures and case study report on the project once the next monitoring period is due. 

CN and AC gave an update on the childhood obesity project on the development of the county project and the local delivery to date this year. 

5. Jog Derbyshire – High Peak 

KN provided jog Derbyshire update with attached briefing paper.  

Conflict with Goyt Valley Striders / Strollers who see this as a direct competition. There is potential to have trained jog leaders helping with there delivery but with mixed reception. 

Some interest has been generated through local press with Paul Stepto getting some contacts with interested parties. 

EC and KN are still looking to develop a group based out of St Philip Howard after mixed success in the past. There is the potential to link two groups together through the trained staff and volunteer in the area and look to restart in January with better planning. This should include an alternative activity indoors for when adverse weather conditions. 

There is a group currently running in Buxton and two additional groups potentially setting p, one of which is through DC Leisure based at Buxton Swimming Pool. 

There is training available for local authorities for free with the next one in Belper on 20th October. CN to see if any staff interested, link in with JM as may have staff through NPDPA who could develop a jogging group. 

Formal link now with Running England that is running a similar initiative, as a result a small amount of funding has been secured to support Jog Derbyshire. There is also a subsidised membership rate through Running England for participants joining groups. 

KN needs additional contacts throughout the district including schools, community organisations, local business to help engage local people. Suggestions through to KN, particularly the Hope Valley Area. 

CN suggests the new athletics club establishing in the Hope Valley and will email KN the contact details for the community association involved. Will also try and get contact details for Tideswell Sports Association and Bamford Sports Association. 

JM to provide contact details for Village Activators employed by the PDNPA.

If any local events happening involving running / or physical activity then can we link them to advertising the Jog Derbyshire groups. This can be doing active promotion at events. This includes Sport Relief Mile events in Glossop and Buxton, these will also link to health promotion events. Whitfield Ball Court launch event could be a possibility on the 6th November. 

Need to be more proactive with press stories around the programme linked to Active Derbyshire showing positive case studies to promote the groups. 

Derbyshire Sport Update 

MB runs through staffing changes which include her role changing to deputy director if the CSP. AC will take a more active roll in working with CSN’s developing projects while MB will help rejuvenate CSN’s and support infrastructure. Discussion on engaging more partners including DCL, Youth Service, Buxton Community School, University of Derby, Voluntary Service. 

AC gives an update on the Active Derbyshire Plan. 

Active Derbyshire Week during October half-term week, including identifying a focus event in the High Peak. This forms part of a more structured targeted marketing campaign around Active Derbyshire, this includes getting clubs / groups / event organisers to register there activities on the Active Derbyshire website. ALL CSN members to consider good will stories to use as case studies on the website and in local press. 

There will be an E-Newsletter launched in the next couple of months to help promote physical activity across the county.

There are resources available to run promotion days in facilities such a library’s and other public places, the Pavilion Gardens complex would be well suited. 

Finally there will be a competition ran on the Active Derbyshire Website to write up your own case study on how / why you got fit (800 words) with winner getting £100 worth of sports vouchers. 

7. High Peak Sports Awards 2009 – review 

CN gives overview of this years awards and the view on it not running as a CSN event with sponsorship sought from external companies. Earlier planning required. Will timings change for next years awards? MB to check with Rachel Weir. CN to approach the University of Derby to discuss the event going through there event management team. The cost of this years event was £1000 which could be found through £100 sponsorship from 15 organisations. 

8. Peak District National Park Recreation Strategy update  

Consultation finished and now being reviewed through October before developing final draft. Over 100 responses some in more detail with around 80% positive although some raising concerns between conflict between recreation and conservation. There will be a steering group to oversee the progress on the action plan. There would be task groups that sit under the steering group that look at developing individual actions or themes. Launch in Spring linked to the Walking / Outdoors festival.
