4. Matters Arising 

AK informed group that the second county application for REAP funding was unsuccessful therefore currently the way forwards for attracting further funding around Return to Sport would be through Sport England Small Grants for individual authorities. 
CN provided update on the Leisure Hub contract, the health referral programme linked to HUB site is progressing well but HPBC are looking at options for co-commissioning walking for health and Five.60 elements of the HUB contract. 

5. Derbyshire Village Games “One Year on”  
EB provides an update on the programme after a year of the project. Overall the Village Games project has achieved the year one county targets with High Peak contributing a 13,000 throughput of participants. This has been achieved through a wide range of sustainable activities including development of new junior sports clubs, adult Back 2 programmes, activities in leisure centres, and work with community groups. Discussion around how the programme needs to continue to dove tail with what other organisations are doing including facilities and clubs. 
6. Derbyshire Sport Update  

AK provides an update including: 
- Jog Derbyshire to continue under with the resource of one co-ordinator post (Tom Crampton). The original 3 year funding ends in August. Currently two groups running in Buxton. 7. Olympic Legacy “One Year to Go Event”
