CN updates on Sports Awards to be held on the 7th October 

5. Derbyshire Sport Update including Jog Derbyshire 

AC reports disability sports officer James Cook has now started full time, Edwina Archer has started 3 times a week in funding officer role. Research and information officer in post part time, Martin Herd. 

Derbyshire Sport conference themed around 2012 Olympics running 19th October – closing date for booking onto is 2nd October.

County cycling meeting took place to discuss cycling development across the county. Paul Chambers and AC meeting with British Cycling to develop action plan for cycling based on the collated information from all contributing organisations that attended the meeting. 

Last Active Derbyshire meeting focused on linking events to current programmes and with Active Derbyshire. 23rd / 24th July earmarked for promotion under the one year to go before to the Olympics banner. Events meeting 29th October to discuss event programme development. 

Active Derbyshire website has been changed to provide much clearer information on walking / cycling any information please send through, website still receiving large amount of hits. 

Possible Nordic Walking training to be developed before Christmas details will be sent out although likely to be expensive and trying to source funding to help cut the cost. 

Jog Derbyshire programme looking to recruit self-employed jog leaders, as there is a struggle to engage volunteers. This could help with recruitment as the current expenses system creates a grey area particularly for promotion through the volunteer centres. Looking at leader briefing meetings, and more local leader training, and jogger recruitment evenings to help support the programme locally. CN would like to see the programme developed as part of the leisure hub development and through leisure centres. County wide the programme has had great success in some areas (Amber Valley / Bolsover) and hasn’t taken of in other areas. Still feel in High Peak that limited to sites where there is both meeting / changing facilities and suitable jogging routes. Areas for development: 

· Village games 

· Leisure hubs / leisure centres 

· Active High Peak over 45’s role 

6. Village Games update – Emma Beswick 

EB provides an update on projects. Target villages in and around Buxton and the Staffordshire Moorlands boarder. Outlines the villages currently targeting. Links created with primary schools, and University of Derby at Buxton where 27 volunteers have been signed up to support the programme. 

A lot of time has been spent meeting people, promoting the projects and developing infrastructure. Challenging to get lots of delivery set up for a number of reasons including lack of facilities. 

Wanting to develop an Olympic Games style event across the district. EB gives examples of successful delivery: Earl Sterndale sports day and Hartington Young People Group. 

The project needs to be linking with what other organisations are doing as well as strong local promotion. EB reports she will be doing tutor training for delivery of young leaders awards including CSLA. 

7. High Peak Active Update 

The programme has achieved its KPI totals to date with particular success in engaging young people through the 5.60 programme. Over 45’s post been vacant for 12 months and currently Council not recruiting staff. Engaging with the over 45’s target group through current programmes such as walking for health, and proposed to run Back 2 Sport sessions. The project to link closely with Village Games project. 

8. Development of Leisure Hubs – CN / PB / AC 

CN explains about the development of the HUB model, one stop shop arrangement for provision of physical activity linked to health, waist wise, other programmes linked to obesity. The aim is to keep people who wouldn’t normally engage in leisure activities and leisure centres within facilities through a strong activity package, and support mechanism. Staff within the centres need to be kept up to date with opportunities. 

This links to other programmes like Village Games, Sports Volunteer Programme. Proposed local group to develop the programme offer. 

Needs a clear marketing plan and robust promotion both locally and through county mechanisms. This model could also be developed in other sites not on the approved provider list, this could include St Philip Howard / Glossopdale Community College / Glossop Leisure Centre / Glossop Swimming Pool although the funding to support only covers the Derbyshire County PCT locality of the Borough. 

CN to send out the documents around the programme. 

8. AOB 

EC provides information on PAYP and the potential for a mapping exercise around current provision for young people including sport, art, volunteering etc. This is to help map provision, identify current funding, funding gaps, and how to plug these gaps. The day is 19th November, 10.00am-3.00pm, New Mills Youth Centre, bring something for the fuddle.

AC and Dan Newton are looking at how Return to Sport is developed as a programme; this will link with NGB’s. 

EC suggests an agenda item for feedback from the conference for the next meeting. 

JM has had two meetings for driving the recreation strategy forwards with sub group’s around improvements to healthy lifestyles, access to water, raising awareness and opportunities for young people. CN to receive the minutes.
