4. Matters Arising 

New Back 2 Sport programme started in Buxton “Top Teams”. Buxton Community School working in partnership with Derbyshire Village Games funded through HPBC. Social and activity based league of four mixed teams taking part in weekly competition across a number of sports.  Looking to increase number of teams from December. 6. Derbyshire Sport Update – MB   
Derbyshire Sport update includes: 

· Active Workplace facility on the Active Derbyshire website http://www.activederbyshire.co.uk/activeworkplace resources available to support work places to promote physical activity. 11 entries into the Active Workplace award. Sue Robinson from Derbyshire Health Promotion Services is running a programme called Working Well that aims to engage work places in a holistic approach to health in work environments for more information go to http://www.derbyshirecounty.nhs.uk/services_we_provide/your_health_useful_info/working_well
· New club grants programme to launch in November aiming to support sports clubs and organisations with grants of up to £1000. The programme to run until end of March 2013 with 3 application rounds. Total funding over this period of time is £180,000. Awaiting details of an application process but emphasis on on-line form. 

· Coach and Club development officer currently being recruited, interviews to take place on 20th October. 

7. Olympic Legacy “One Year to Go Event” update – EC 

Feedback provided on Year 2 Go event held in Glossop. 400 attendances across the two host sites, St Philip Howard and Glossopdale Community College. Marketing and promotion done through multiple avenues including Facebook, Twitter, flyers, posters, focus groups etc. Event well supported by local clubs including trampolining, golf, table tennis, orienteering, and football. Would be interesting to know if clubs had seen any impact on attendances following the event? Suggestion that some have seen new members. 

8. Olympic Legacy Planning – CN group discussion  

Support paper (see attached) discussed highlighting that there is both a county approach through the Derbyshire Olympic Legacy Officer and a local partnership group focusing on developing a strong legacy programme. HPBC at service manager level is also considering how to support Olympic Legacy planning with a focus on the Torch Relay. It was felt that all groups need to work together to ensure that the High Peak has a strong partnership approach to: 

· produce a 12 month Olympic Events calendar
· develop specific events in-line with key dates

· develop a joined up approach to marketing and promotion

· co-ordinate activities in and around the torch relay in Derbyshire on the 29th    June 2012 
· - develop community engagement and build on the enthusiasm of the Olympics and Paralympics to increase participation in sport and physical activity
