Affiliation Fees
1. Introduction

1.1 Following the review of the Derbyshire Schools’ Sports Association (DSSA) affiliation fees were established as a key method of increasing the level of funding available at a local level to support the ongoing provision and development of school sport.
1.2 The collection of affiliation fees was approved at the 2008 Annual General Meeting (AGM). The fees were centrally collected by Derbyshire County Council and Derby City Council. 

1.3 Following collection of fees, the total collected was re-distributed directly to Area Associations for support of local school sport.

1.4 A total of £23515 was re-distributed to Area Associations through the collection of affiliation fees for the 2008 – 2009 academic year.
2. Mechanism for collection of affiliation fees in 2009 – 2010
2.1 It is proposed that the same mechanisms for collection and re-distribution are used for the 2009 – 2010 academic year. This will entail electronic collection of fees by Derbyshire County Council and Derby City Council from the schools that are within the respective LEA control. Those schools that fall outside of this – Foundation Schools and Independent Schools – will be invoiced for their fees.

2.2 As with the fees collected in 2008 – 2009, it is proposed that the total money collected is re-distributed to the relevant Area Associations to support local work. This will be undertaken immediately following collection of the affiliation fees.
2.3 It is proposed that the fees are collected and re-distributed during September and October 2009.

3. Level of Affiliation Fees

3.1 It is proposed to maintain the level of affiliation fees collected during the 2008 – 2009 academic year. The levels are outlined in the table below:
