Swim4Fitness: DC are going to link S4F to their corporate project Swim4Health which will incorporate Aquajog. Generally working well over all three sites but does need some more attention for marketing and raising awareness. Adaptive Games: 8 taster sessions have been delivered successfully now planning for full-day accredited course to take place on Mon 12th October. This will be co-tutored by Mick Potter and Catherine Slater. CH has put together a list of games kit needed for the session that AVA will pay for. Mick to confirm that correct kit is being ordered. CH to look at organising the next round of taster sessions

Dance: This strand has proved challenging, Starsteppers started at the beginning of September to deliver at Kilburn Village Hall, after two sessions it was decided to pull the class due the lack of numbers, the reason is possibly the location. Decision is to put the resources into street dance and follow the same model. 

The Charles Hill session has moved to Heanor Town centre Office on the marketplace.

LA – if the information of the classes is sent to Lynn she will ensure that it is distributed through her networks. There is also the opportunity to have a display in the CVS window.
