	CIF Project Update
Swim 4 Fitness

This project had now started on all sites.  There was a slow start but was becoming popular, particularly at the William Gregg Leisure Centre in Heanor.  

This project may be able to get support from Amber Valley Community Transport, who could transport people to the leisure centres for the sessions.  This type of support has been successfully tried with another project.  CH to investigate.

Inclusive Games

Three sessions have been delivered so far, with one lady, aged 103, taking part.  CH to promote this in the press. 

These games are encouraging normally sedentary people to take part.

CH is looking to purchase a full set of games equipment to run courses to teach potential teachers on all inclusive games.  This cost is not included in the CIF project costs.

Members of Amber Valley Active approved the purchase of a full kit up to a maximum of £1,000.

Dance

Attendances to the dance sessions have been very poor.  Reasons given by the young people have been varied.  All classes are now postponed apart from the session at the Blend Project in Ripley.

ACE Summer School Holiday Operation

To offer a series of activities during the school summer holidays at reduced prices.

	PACE Project
PACE – Physically Active Children in Erewash.  Project to be rolled across Derbyshire, so renamed as Physically Active Children Everywhere.  To be funded by AVBC and Derbyshire PCT.

Project consists of a six week course consisting 45 minutes of activity and 45 minutes of healthy eating advice.  Target age group is 7-11 yrs, to be delivered in Amber Valley schools.  The project is in initial stages of planning.

This project is included as part of the curriculum.  However, it is not included in Amber Valley Partnership’s Plan for Children & Younger People and therefore is unlikely to be strongly supported.  It is essential that projects like these are not omitted.

	Partner Update
Amber Valley Borough Council

The swimming pools at Ripley and Heanor Leisure Centres are due to open early July, with Alfreton opening at the end of July.

AVBC have negotiated with DCC to extend free swimming to looked after children to include their carers.  Also, the free gym and swim scheme for disabled young people between 17 and 24 yrs is extended to the end of May.

Amber Valley Community Safety Partnership

Cannot find an alternative to the outreach sessions previously organised by AVBC’s Sports Development.  AVBC are in discussion with Sporting Futures to see if these sessions can be run.

VE enquired if it was possible to organise informal rounders sessions.  Dan White, AVSSP, is qualified at Level 2 in rounders and may be able to work with the Community Safety Partnership to set up something.  PG to discuss with Dan.

LA to advertise this as a volunteering opportunity.

Amber Valley Council for Voluntary Services
