2 Minutes of last meeting (19.06.09) and matters arising.

2.1 Minutes agreed

2.2 Chair of the Council attended 5 for a fiver session.  Good feedback received.

2.3 Active people data is now up-to-date.  Telephone survey 07-08 information is now available to view.  Active people 03 data should be available in the New Year.

2.4 South Derbyshire Sport report – hardcopy is now available

Etwall Leisure Centre

3.1 Leisure Centre opened on 5th August and was very well received.

3.2 3,000 membership cards have now been issued.

3.3 Sports hall is fully booked from Monday to Friday.

3.4 9,000 people used the pool during September.

3.5 Badminton England are running sessions on Mondays, currently pay and play adult session and have 18-20 people regularly.

3.6 Erewash have shown a keen interest in the new Leisure Centre.

3.7 Disc has been forwarded to Sheila Dixon to update SDDC website about the leisure centre.

3.8 HBS and Karen Creswell (Etwall Parish Council) to set up a meeting with parents to develop a youth group.

3.9 Two new jogging groups, one for beginners and one for advanced on a Tuesday evening.

3.10 Swimathon ranked the pool 30th in the Country (based on income per person)

3.11 Triathlon was the largest event organised with 600 competitors.

3.12 SB discussed Etwall becoming accredited over the next year.

4. Action Plan area updates – pro forma / red areas – All

4.1 Raising the Profile of Sport / Community Sport Development – Sports Awards took place on 7 October 2009 with over 160 attendees. 

4.2 Two additional awards introduced this year, one for contribution to community sport and one for Etwall community group for their work at Etwall Leisure Centre.

4.3 Thanks was extended to all sponsors.

4.4 Cllr Lemmon gave thanks to Teresa Croft from the Youth of Hatton group for the extensive work she has done and sincere appreciation and thanks to all involved in the awards night.

4.5 Community Sport – Summer holiday schemes completed with 167 session delivered with 5205.  Bad weather held up some sessions but good feedback received.

4.6 Lewis Adams continues to support Jog Derbyshire and 50+ activities.  Body MOTs had 111 attendees with a proportion being returnees.

4.7 Club Development – Marc Scott has taken on this role part-time to run alongside part-time work as Play Officer.

4.8 Club Directory and junior club poster is to be renewed.

4.9 Coach education courses to be held at Etwall Leisure Centre.

4.10 Physical Activity – Jog Derbyshire has 4 groups running, majority of participants were women.  8 jog leaders have completed training.

4.11 SDDC staff completed an 8-week Nordic walking course.

4.12 Large workplaces to be looked at with a view to developing exercise plans.

4.13 Walking Festival ran in May with 39 walks and 923 participants.  Target was 700 participants, which was exceeded and very successful.

4.14 New to Exercise delivered by Council and SLM had 312 referrals since 1st April.  277 referrals participated on the programme, with 86 people completing.  165 referrals were obese/morbidly obese.  The bulk of the activity was met by Greenbank.

4.15 Body MOTs is meeting targets each quarter with 30% returning for discussion.

4.16 Arts activity – Arts officer appointed.  Dance presentation at 50+ forum AGM.  Matt Hinks and Mary Hague to re-establish a steering group.

4.17 Active in the Forest – Health walks – 65 walks a month being delivered.  Had 2 training days since April and 19 new volunteer walk leaders trained.  Targeting vulnerable inactive groups, together with a “push-chair” walk.

4.18 MEND programme didn’t go ahead.  PCT looking at family programme for child obesity, few issues with funding.  Pro-forma should be coming out soon.

4.19 Adult activity – engagement of workplace population / business sector to engage employees.

4.20 Staff capacity being re-arranged until new HLO is in post.

4.21 GAIF received funding from Youth Sports Trust to deliver a Bikeability programme.  £40K secured to deliver the cycling project.

4.22 Sport & Education - High quality PE development teacher courses being delivered, with one recent course for 25 PLT’s.

4.23 Sports England Small Grants issued to Etwall school (5.5k) and Repton primary (£4k). Breakfast sports clubs being rolled out.

4.24 Community links - push by PLT’s and SSCo’s to work with several clubs per school.

4.25 Sports leadership & coaching – leadership academy in every school leading into district work.  

4.26 Pingle School running lunchtime activities for year 7.

4.27 Pingle and Elmsleigh Infants & Nursery running disability specific work.

4.28 Woodville Junior School to open new sports hall.

4.29 Badminton Club (started 2 weeks ago) has been very successful with a good attendance.

4.30 Etwall cycling track – received a grant for 10 bike bins and CCTV.  Used to run a session called “Wheelie-swim” where people cycling to the leisure centre received a free swim.  Plans are to re-locate the existing bins to a new area.  There are problems with access to the cycling track but this is being looked at.  ZS confirmed that discussions had taken place regarding a highway crossing to facilitate access to the cycle track. Action: ZS to contact Hannah Chapman for an update.

4.31 New Leisure Facilities – Successfully opened to the public and is well used with a current membership of 350.
4.32 Catering is going out to tender and should be resolved by the end of November.  
4.33 Further work to be done with the on-line booking and membership system.
4.34 New Sport & Community Facilities, Chestnut Ave, Midway – good progress has been made in producing a building design.  Planning approval has been granted for the new building.
4.35 Recent meeting held with the Football Foundation who are happy with the layout.
4.36 Meeting with key stakeholders to take place late October.
4.37 SB discussed the refurbishment and energy efficiency works planned for Greenbank Leisure Centre, which is £950k project and would require the centre shutting next summer in order for the works to be carried out.  
4.38 Leisure facilities in Melbourne are at stage 1 with feasibility studies.  Looking at what is available and what can be developed.  Stage 2 would include design works.
4.39 Rosliston Forestry Centre has been granted £40k towards a cycle track facility, which is to be delivered over the next 18 months.
5. Derbyshire Sport update – Active Derbyshire Plan

5.1 Staff changes have taken place.  MB is still leading on development and will attend this group’s meetings less.  AC to attend more frequently.

5.2 Active Derbyshire Plan has just been published.  Had a meeting 2 weeks ago to discuss implementation and will progress over next few months.  Will not be a big launch - smaller scale over half term.  Stories to publicise local events.

5.3 A County competition will run up to Christmas to get people using the website.  £100 sport shop vouchers to be given as a prize for the best success story.

5.4 Active Derbyshire website is now live.  It is free to put local information on the on-line diary.  People can be contacted regarding local events via a postcode system.

5.5 A link will be provided between Healthy South Derbyshire and Active South Derbyshire websites.

5.6 Website could be promoted via Councillor’s newsletters.

5.7 A restructure within Derbyshire Sport resulted in MB taking on the role of Deputy Director and Sport Development Manager by Andrea Stone.  Now have more people working on sports in the County.

5.8 SB queried the village sports bid through to stage 2, whether there would be an officer for each district to develop sport.  MB confirmed the bid was for £500k and would need to look at staffing issues.

6. SDS report

7. Swimming – Free swimming


Kim Harwood – Derbyshire County Swimming Co-ordinator

7.1 Free swimming lessons for those aged 11 and over who cannot swim.  This is a 2-year programme and aims to target 50,000 new swimmers by March 2010.  Pot B funding now has no deadline.  Pot C is an extra pot of money aimed at hard to reach groups.

7.2 Derbyshire has a total of 23 pools and has run 68 out of 161 courses at present.

7.3 Can be rolled out to school pools.

8. Any Other Business / Members updates – All

8.1 HLO post had 109 applications.  Currently short-listing prior to interviews on 23 October at Rosliston.  Meet the Partners scheduled for 9.30 am that day.

8.2 HBS discussed looking at bringing funds to the group using a small working group.  

8.3 A large thank you to all involved in SDS was sent by Frank Briggs – whio had been attending as Acting Head of John Port school, he is now a Project Manager at John Port and so will not be attending the meetings anymore.

8.4 SB discussed Healthy Communities Group, mental health and learning difficulties groups and raising staff awareness in gyms and receptions.  Difficulties arise as sports facilities in South Derbyshire are run by different companies. 

8.5 MH considered there was a need for training in the leisure sector.  Mental health awareness training has been delivered for instructors but not for reception staff.  This training could be tapered to all staff to ensure a welcoming environment.

8.6 Swimming lessons to start next week at Etwall for 100 new pupils aged 5-12 years.
