2) Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The minutes of the previous meeting (23/5/2008) were read and agreed as a true and accurate record.

3) Financial Update
Lynn reported that the current balance is £7339.50.

Future expenditure;

a) Sports Awards - it was agreed to allocate £800 to this years Awards.  

b) Promotional cards – agreed to spend up to £400 on printing the cards

c) Courses – it was agreed to pay £390 (from the £1000 ring fenced) to the Amber Valley Sport & Leisure group for 52 subsidised places on courses from Jan-May 2008.
4) Spirita

Mike Umphrey introduced himself to the group as the Project Manager of the Community Sport Programme being developed by Spirita Housing. Funding has been gained to deliver community sport in 3 districts within the County, including Amber Valley. Part of this involves encouraging local businesses to support the schemes either financially and/or through employees being volunteers. Mike would like to start to get a feel for what need there is in Amber Valley for different sports.

Lynn suggested there are other housing companies that may want to work through AVA on schemes such as this as Amber Valley Housing already operates a Community grant programme that can fund activities.

5) Revision of Action Plan

The action plan was originally produced in 2006 and amendments were made following the report carried out by Melissa.  After spending some time going through the plan, it was pleasing to see that a lot of the actions had been partially or fully completed. The one major area of work not completed to date is the campaign around volunteering. It was decided that a sub-group would meet on Mon 18th August to form ideas to bring to the next AVA meeting. It was agreed to spend time at the next meeting to update and refresh the action plan.

a) Gaz to circulate the action plan with minutes

b) All to look at plan and bring thoughts for new actions to September meeting

c) Volunteer sub group to meet Monday 18th August, 10am at CVS (Ripley) – involving; CVS, Sports Dev, Spirita, School Sport P’ship and Youth Service

6) Derbyshire Sport Updates – Margaret Blount

a) Jog Derbyshire

The Jog Derbyshire scheme is set to be introduced in the County, with groups being set up for all levels in various venues.  2 Jog Derbyshire Officer posts have now been appointed and hopefully will be in post during September. Press releases promoting the have been arranged.

It was agreed by the next meeting to compile a list of target/priority areas for the scheme.

b) Revision of Derbyshire Sport ‘A Plan for Sport’.

The existing plan is dated 2006/2009.  A new plan will be produced for 2009. 

Actions

7) Sports Awards 

The nomination forms have been finalised and printed. Forms have been sent to all schools, clubs, and leisure centres.  Gaz distributed forms and posters to all group members. Closing date for all nomination forms is 22 August 2008. The judging panel will meet in early September to decide on winners & runners up for each category.

A provisional date of 17 October 2008 has been set for the Amber Valley Sports Awards to be held at Belper Leisure Centre.  The Derbyshire Sports Awards will be 14 November 2008 at Pride Park.

There have been two new categories included in the awards this years awards, ‘Unsung Hero’ and ‘Amber Valley Active Award’. These two awards will only be recognised at the Amber Valley Sports Awards and not at County level.

8) Promotional Material

a) Postcards/Posters

The group agreed the final postcard designs.  It was agreed to have 3750 copies of each printed at a cost of £374.

Actions

a) Gaz to arrange printing of cards

b) Banners

It was agreed to have two banners produced; one specifically for the Sports Awards and one generic banner for Amber Valley Active Group.  Gaz showed the group draft designs for the banners, all agreed they need more illustration and should be designed in a similar format so they can be used as a pair.  Banners to be designed in house at AVBC (no cost) and brought to the next meeting.  Printing will be done externally at a cost of £140 each for 200 x 80cm.

9) CIF Bids

Murray discussed that as part of AVBC accepting the award from Sport England, there has to be an agreement to underwrite the potential shortfall of £8600 for the projected income from the dance sessions. Murray asked that as AVBC are applying on behalf of AVA whether other partners would be willing to share this through an indemnity agreement. The general consensus was that it should be the delivery partners who sign up to this. As Jackie, Emma and Paul were absent it was agreed to discuss this with them at the next steering group meeting on 25th July. 

A steering group has been set up for the CIF bids compromising of Jackie, Emma, Paul, Margaret, Gaz and Mick. The projects are aiming to start in January 2009.  The Coordinator post for these projects will be in post for November/December 2008 allowing them time to plan the projects in advance.  This also allows time for the leisure centre staff to receive the relevant training for the Swim for Fitness Project.

It has been agreed to use the ‘Cyber Coach’ software for the dance sessions in the Ripley, Heanor & Alfreton areas. These can carry out a variety of activities and would allow greater flexibility for their use in the long-term.  

10) Healthy Community Challenge Fund

Further to information circulated by email, it was confirmed that a countywide interest has been submitted for a ‘Community Convenience Café’ idea and the group should been consulted if successful.

11) AOB

Lynn informed the group that CVS have recently been audited and it was suggested that there should be a charge for holding/managing the funds for the Amber Valley Active Group. Lynn asked everyone to have a think regarding this and discuss further at the next meeting.
