The Chair officially welcomed Vicky Smyth to the group in her new role as Healthy Lifestyle Officer.

2 Minutes of last meeting (09.10.09) and matters arising.

3.8    ACTION - HBS and Karen Creswell (Etwall Parish Council) to set up a meeting with   parents to develop a youth group.

UPDATE – HBS and Karen have set up the meeting to replicate the good practice, however the volunteers were not suitable and a further meeting would be required. A consultation event was held at the village hall and is currently awaiting feedback. Met with the Etwall Community Group to create stronger working links.

4.3 ACTION – Zoe Sewter to contact Hannah Chapman for an update on access to the   cycling track and discussions regarding a highway crossing to facilitate access.

UPDATE – ZS not at meeting to report back.

5.8    ACTION - SB queried the village sports bid through to stage 2, whether there would

be an officer for each district to develop sport.  MB confirmed the bid was for £500k and would need to look at staffing issues.

UPDATE – MB confirmed that the Stage 2 submission was with Sport England and if successful, then another officer will be available.  South Derbyshire is keen to be part of the officer selection process. 

7.0 ACTION – CC asked whether the Swim4Life scheme would continue after March 2011. 

UPDATE – SB explained that a detailed plan was needed in case cash is not available.   There may also be an additional £5-10k to put in the capital project.  The Free Swim Working Group will look into future projects and the promotional plan.
8.4  ACTION - SB discussed Healthy Communities Group, mental health and learning difficulties groups and raising staff awareness in gyms and receptions.  Difficulties arise as sports facilities in South Derbyshire are run by different companies. 

UPDATE – MH stated that there would be a 1 in 4 event on 5th March, called Mental Health Commissioning and Social Prescribing, which would promote to primary care with various partners attending around arts/physical/sports.  This would also be a training workforce development opportunity.  JL asked if People Express would be attending, MH replied that they had been invited. 

8.5 ACTION - MH considered there was a need for training in the leisure sector.  Mental health awareness training has been delivered for instructors but not for reception staff.  This training could be tapered to all staff to ensure a welcoming environment.

UPDATE – Through the Healthy Communities Group and Vibrant Communities Group, there will be two groups taking part in an audit and complete a training programme to widen awareness at leisure centres, libraries, Civic Office, etc in regards to a Safe Place.

3.0  Sports Unlimited Update – SS

There was £26k for this three-year project and this is the final year in South Derbyshire District as the end of year 2 is being delivered.  A number of applications for projects for next year have been submitted, including a small golf programme, small squash programme at Etwall, badminton at Etwall, dodge ball, football league at Swadlincote, athletic programme, expand street soccer and basketball, cricket programme at Hilton and Etwall and girls active programme at Green Bank and Etwall Leisure Centre.

4.2   Sport and Education - SS

· 12 festivals / competitions run directly through SSP

· New East Staffs / South Derbyshire secondary association developed to oversee competition at secondary level moving forward

· Sport Unlimited and PAYP programmes rolled out. Funding being used to work with coordinators to bring kids with disability needs to GBLC and Rosliston

· Dance Show – at Granville School with approx 300 girls (and one boy). Two acts to go on to the Buxton County Platform

· New badminton club established at Etwall LC and is doing well. Also looking to expand casual sessions to a Friday evening

· Primary and Secondary CPD rolled out

· Coaching Programme rolled out for rugby, badminton and hockey providing a better level and quality coaching being delivered

4.3 Physical Activity - VS

Weight Management and Lifestyle Change Tender

· SDDC submitted a Pre Qualification Questionnaire (PQQ) to cover the South Derbyshire District

· If successful at the PQQ stage we will be working with Green Bank, Get Active in The Forest and potentially Etwall Leisure Centre to prepare a full tender application to deliver the service

The National Forest Walking Festival
· Work continues on the third walking festival planned for May 2010
Stepometer project
· Launched Stepometer loans project at SDDC Jan 2010. Lots of interest in the project and 13 members of staff have taken up the opportunity

· Aim to roll out to local libraries later in the year

Healthy South Derbyshire Event
· Potentially going to hold a ‘Get Healthy’ Open day at Etwall Leisure Centre in August to coincide with the 1 year anniversary of the Centre opening

Active Lifestyles project

· Working with the School Sports Partnership to pilot and roll out Pace560 sessions to Yr 5 children throughout the district

· Will also be linking YST Active Lifestyle Project into this programme to enable schools to access additional kit and ‘schools on the move’ packs

· Older People - 37 different participants attended last week (28th Jan) In total 120 participations in the first 6 sessions, well exceeding target.

· Young People - Working with Arts Officer to develop dance provision. Supported dance show held at Granville this week that attracted 250-300 participants.

4.4 Walking for Health

· 2 new walks – moving from the success of the pushchair walks, now doing fitness walks. VS has had meetings with Sure Start to roll out training to staff and roll out pushchair walks across the district.

· At a convention ran by Derbyshire Sport and the PCT, DC and VS presented the ‘Walk for Health’ scheme as a good practice model. It was stated that there was lots of voluntary work taking place, but ideally requires a paid coordinator to bring them all together across the districts.

Bikeability – funding supplied from SSP. 625 kids is the target. So far, all four secondary schools and some primary schools are interested. 10 coaches have been trained, with an additional 12 coaches from junior leaders. Visited Wolverhampton to see the roll out of the project there and lots of ideas were generated, e.g. bike maintenance. A cycling club for kids is also being set up to start in February.

4.5 Facility Development

The Stage 2 bid to the Free Swimming Capital Modernisation Programme was submitted within the timescales. The actual bid (phase 1) is for £930k and concentrates on renovating the wet & dry side changing areas, significant improvements to facilities for people with disabilities and major refurbishment of the plant & equipment, which will generate significant savings in energy costs. The feasibility work also identified a further two phases of work. Phase 2 involves improvements to the spectator area & phase 3 involves significant refurbishment of the reception area toilets and other improvements to reception. Finance is currently unavailable for phases 2 & 3 but it is hoped that by making Sport England / ASA aware that we have looked at things in the round that if money did become available that we have a project ready to go. If successful we’re working on the basis that the capital work will take 4 months to complete. Provisionally looking at a closure of the Pool between July / Oct of this year.  JL asked that we emphasise to the public that it is just the pool that is closed and not the entire facility.

4.6 Etwall Leisure Centre

The Leisure Centre remains well on target to meet its income projections in all areas. Swimming usage alone, assisted by the Free Swimming initiative is up 60% on corresponding figures for the old pool last year. Gym membership stands at over the 500 mark and the Centre’s dry side programme, significantly supported by others in the Partnership, continues to develop well.

The facility is currently still in the defects period and while there is an issue with the pool water circulation that still needs resolution with the Contractor most other problems are small scale in nature.

Agreement has been reached with a catering contractor and we hope that the unit will be fully operational by April of this year.

The JMC at a recent meeting approved the Leisure Centre being packaged with the GBLC in a tender for the future management of the two centres. It is anticipated that a new leisure management contract will be in place at both centres by 1st April 2011.

4.7 New Community Facilities, Chestnut Avenue, Midway

Feasibility work for the new community building and improvements to the football pitches have been taken as far as we can take them. The Council’s contribution to the overall scheme was going to come from adjacent land. Given the downturn in the housing market the release of this capital is clearly some way off. The Football Foundation have been made aware of this situation and have agreed to keep open our opportunity for grant aid until May of this year. In the interim work will continue with representatives of the various stakeholders involved to try and get them into a coherent organisation if the project ever came to fruition.

A small amount of capital is already available and so that we get some sort of a ‘win’ at the site we’ve appointed contractors to undertake pitch drainage improvement works at Chestnut Avenue & Eureka Park with the short-term objective of making both sites more suitable for junior football usage.

5.0  Derbyshire Sport Update

5.1 Since the last meeting, two countywide strategies have been launched.  

5.2 Active People 3 figures were released in December 2009. Although many of the statistics appear to have gone down since Active People 2 results, they are marked as ‘no change’ as they are not significantly important changes.  What it does appear to show is that 48% of residents in South Derbyshire are currently doing NO physical activity. Active People 3 provides a more detailed breakdown, which includes age, sex, income, ethnicity, etc.  These results are available on the South Derbyshire website.

5.3 MB congratulated South Derbyshire for hosting a Sport Relief Mile and reported back that they are lucky to have a venue available in each district to be able to provide this.

6.0  Strategy Review

This will be covered at the next planned meeting which will be a workshop to decide the new strategy for the group taking into consideration recent strategy publications and infrastructure meetings.

7.0 Any Other Business

SS mentioned that they have won the rights to the English Schools’ Football Association Under 18 Centenary Shield, England versus Republic of Ireland, Friday, 30th April. He is trying to get local councils and businesses involved to fill the stadium and also for advertising and sponsorship opportunities. The match will be shown on Sky TV live. This should be great promotion for the area. Also prior to the match, 2 disabled clubs and a cheerleading group will be providing entertainment.
