· Extended Activities – £25,000 available this year to be spent on various activities.  Basketball in South Derbyshire parks proving very successful.  Dance mats will be available from September.  John Widdowson will be coaching athletics and boxing for fitness.  Application with Sport England for a further £4,000 for a netball coach.

· Coaching Funding - £21,500 for 5/6 coaches to deliver coaching in secondary, primary and community 

· Girls Active – Open invitation to Green Bank Leisure Centre on 4 July to 120 girls from the 4 secondary schools in the district who do not normally get involved.  Activities to include cheerleading, spinning, martial arts etc.

· Competitions & Festivals - Phil Basterfield, Competitions Manager has produced a calendar for the next academic year covering competitions and events in the district.

· South Derbyshire Leadership Academy / Sporting Ambassadors
Leadership has been heavily promoted within the district over last few years.  

47 children doing voluntary work appear on the leaders database at the moment.  There are 2 national ambassadors and 2 more are to be appointed

· Audit 2008 – currently being undertaken in every school.

Granville Community School has been awarded Specialist Sports College Status.

4.2
New facilities to be provided out of the capital spend will include a dance studio, an IT suite and a new suite/gym.

4.3 Community / school usage issues are still being ironed out in addition to the booking mechanism.

Granville will be expected to drive standards through PE and will be running BTEC courses at various levels, which will be available to pupils from other schools.

Action Plan update

6.1
The 3-year action plan is to be condensed into an annual action plan with the aim of smartening up aims and objectives.  Most things are currently on target.

6.2 Club Development Officer, Laura Gibson now started work.

6.3 Additional Community Sports Coach, Lewis Adams now started work, focusing on 16+ ages range and the over 50’s.
6.4
Sport in Education – Steve – the Government has changed parameters but is still focusing on curriculum.

6.4 Club sport – Laura has been working on an audit of all clubs in the district and is planning to produce a hard copy of a directory in time for the Festival of Leisure at the end of June.  She has also been working with Steve on new club links.

6.5 Sports Awards – Laura will be leading on the planning of this event.

6.6
On-line booking - Laura has been working with a web designer to create a system for booking courses, such as Child Protection, on line.

6.7
Developing communities – Laura is also working to produce an Events Resource Pack by the Autumn which will be available online and in hard copy.  This will be to advise organizations on things like public liability and contacts for hiring equipment such as portaloos etc.  A launch is to take place before bonfire night.

Active People survey results awaited.  With the increased investment this year will be a benchmark year.

Active in Age Programme (formerly know as Extend) – £5000 has been received from the LSP for development and training.  6 volunteers trained so far including Lewis, the new Community Sports Coach.

Arts Council has awarded £35,000 over 2 years which will include support for the voluntary sector.

Facility Development – Chris reported that work on Etwall Leisure Centre is on course; Eureka Park is to be supplied with signed facilities; youth facilities and MUGAs are continuing to be provided and the drainage of the pitch at Melbourne is complete.

Rosliston Forestry Centre – 2 new cabins almost complete.  Work on the Arena is almost complete and a performance of Mid-Summer night’s Dream is due to take place shortly.

9. Summer Reading Challenge – Rosina Peberdy

9.1 The Summer Reading Challenge is aimed at children aged between 4 and 12.

9.2 The idea is to encourage children to continue reading through the school holidays and the scheme has been running for the last 10 years throughout Derbyshire.  

9.2 The theme this year involves sport linking with the Beijing Olympic.

9.3 The challenge is to read 6 books during the summer and participants receive a sheet of stickers when each book has been read.  When all 6 books have been read participants receive a certificate and medal.

9.4 Younger children need their parents to bring them along to the library and the youngest will need their parents to read the 6 books to them. 

9.5 Rosina appealed to the group to help her promote the Summer Reading Challenge, by means of displaying posters and offering incentives if possible.

9.6 Stuart suggested that the Library bus could attend the 5 for a fiver day at Rosliston Forestry Centre on 2 August and the Festival of Leisure on 28 and 29 June and bring along staff to register children.

9.7 Stuart also suggested that those receiving certificates could be awarded a day pass to the 5 for a Fiver day on 5 September and have their certificates presented there.

9.8 Charlie offered a free month’s swimming to every child who completes the challenge.

9.9 The school with the most children completing the challenge could be offered a free play mobile session.
