	Bolsover Active People Survey Results 2008/9
JC had previously circulated the APS 3 results & relative comparators to partners.  Following this, a response produced by BDC Leisure Services was also circulated & has been forwarded to elected members.

The group discussed perception of the district & leisure provision & agreed that future marketing should look to raise aspirations & awareness.  
The group agreed to: Support the ‘response’ paper that we are disappointed with the results, but remain positive about the plans we have put in place & programmes we have implemented since 2006.

PB suggested we collate a series of case studies to evidence the positive impact these interventions have had on the community.

To increase participation levels we need to; increase facility usage, increase range & number of activities provided, develop & use better research tools & increase & improve communication & advertising, not only for physical activity, but also to raise the aspirations of residents across the district. 

KA suggested that we increase the amount of information that we forward to Parish Councils & make better use of their newsletters, websites & bulletin boards.

JC reported that the BDC website is being redeveloped & will create further opportunities for marketing, hopefully from April.

The group agreed to put a letter to Derbyshire Sport to request additional support, especially with marketing opportunities.
The group felt that BSF will play a significant role in increasing participation, through an increase in accessible facilities, but BDC is receiving few updates, despite being as active as they can be in trying to influence & confirm community management arrangements.

AH updated on the developments of the ‘Limestone Journey’ project which should help to raise aspirations & participation by increasing residents awareness of the heritage & natural environment of the district.  The BCP are currently delivering the landscape conservation plan & have recruited several local ‘community champions’ to help develop the project.
PB presented a publication featured in the ASA ‘Everyday Swim News’ whereby Creswell Leisure Centre was selected as the East Midlands ‘Everyday Swim site’ & received funding to improve facility appearance & create more outward facing promotions.  As a result of this investment & initiative, Active People concluded between the 1st & 2nd surveys that swimming participation increased by 2.9%, rating Bolsover within the top quartile of all 354 local authorities in England & as such BDC & CLC has swimming participation held as national good practice.

The Centre has been rated within the top 6 facilities nationally for access & customer satisfaction.

An academic paper is also being written on CLC by the ASA, looking how they manage & promote swimming with such success

	Bolsover PESSYP Survey Results 2009

The main change to the figures is that ‘2 hours’ has now been superseded by a ‘3 hour’ target for PE & school sport.

The main figures for Bolsover are:

3 hours is at 68%, the highest in Derbyshire & well above the national average of 51%.

Competition has also risen from 28% to 42%, with a 2011 drive for intra school competition, with a target of 65%.

Future targets are set at 80% for 3 hours & 60% for 5 hours by 2012.
