2) Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The minutes of the previous meeting (10/07/08) were read and agreed as a true and accurate record.

Matters Arising

Gaz confirmed that the Promotional cards final cost was £404.67 

3) Financial Update
Lynn reported that the only change since the last meeting was the £390 paid to the Amber Valley Sport & Leisure Development Group for subsidised places on courses. There is also the £404.67 to come out for the ‘Get Active’ cards – Gaz to forward invoice.

Lynn asked that for future expenditure if invoices could be sent direct to Amber valley CVS to be paid from the AVA account.

Lynn to forward the updated Account Balance sheet to Gaz.

4) Derbyshire Sport Updates – Margaret Blount

a) Jog Derbyshire

Tom Crampton introduced himself as one of the newly appointed Jog Derbyshire Officers, covering Amber Valley, Erewash, South Derbyshire and Derbyshire Dales and will be based at Godkin House, Ripley. The Officer covering the other areas of the County is Kate Nelson. 

Tom, Kate and Margaret had recently returned from a trip to Scotland to see how the Jog Scotland project has been running and to get ideas of how this can benefit the set up in Derbyshire. The first step in doing this is a Jog Leaders course that has been arranged for Saturday 8th November at Wirksworth Leisure Centre. 24 places are available and ideally to those that are well placed to set groups up within existing structures (e.g. Leisure Centre staff). If anybody is interested in this they should contact Tom – tom.crampton@derbyshrie.gov.uk or 01773 571220.

Lynn suggested that volunteer leaders should be encouraged as much as those either employed or self-employed.

Tom explained that there appears to be 3 methods for Jog leaders;

· Organisation (e.g. Leisure Centre) take income and use own staff to lead groups

· Volunteer leader takes income and uses money to fund group activities, e.g. equipment, t-shirts, entries, transport to races

· Self-employed jog leader who takes the income themselves

b) Revision of Derbyshire Sport ‘A Plan for Sport’ & ‘Physical Activity Plan’

Margaret stated that various groups are being arranged as consultation exercises to update the Derbyshire Sport plans for both sport & physical activity. Invites have gone out to lots of people asking them to attend – with one focusing on 16+ participation (CSN focus) on 7th October (2-4pm) at the Genesis Centre. There is an additional session focusing on the physical activity plan on 14th October, 2-4pm. Anybody wishing to attend should let Margaret know.
5) Revision of Group Action Plans
Time was spent reviewing the current Action Plans for the group – looking at what actions had been achieved, which needed more work and which perhaps could now be taken off whilst also thinking of new actions for the forthcoming year. Margaret took these sheets away to type up and send through to Gaz with further comments and then to be circulated to the group.

Lynn said she would be happy to take these to the Amber Valley Partnership meeting in November.

6) Sports Awards update

Gaz reported that 70 nominations had been received for the 16 categories and thanked those that had been involved in the judging panel. All winners and runners up will now be invited to the Awards evening on 17th October at Belper LC. There are still some categories available for sponsorship; if you have any contacts please let Gaz know ASAP. 

Lynn asked Gaz to forward a list of volunteer nominees so that CVS can send them a certificate to recognise their achievements.

All members of the group will be invited to the Awards Evening.

7) Promotional material

The ‘Get Active’ cards have now arrived, with 4000 of each design at a total cost of £404.67 for the printing. The design work was contributed free of charge by AVBC. If anybody would like copies of the card please contact Gaz.

Gaz circulated copies of designs for 2 banners that had been edited following the previous meeting. One of these is generic to the group with the other being specific to the Sports Awards but are a designed as a pair. Suggestions were made and will be amended ASAP. The group agreed to purchase the banners at an approximate price of £145 (+vat) per banner. Emma mentioned that Graphic Results (Belper) provide good value banners and would make contact to discuss possible sponsorship of the Sports Awards at the same time.

8) CIF Projects update

The advert for the Project Coordinator is due to be in the papers today with a closing date of 1st October. Short listing will take place on 2nd October with interviews on 24th October with the hope that the person could be in post by 1st December.

9) Any other business

Lynn had asked at the last meeting whether the group would be willing to pay a small charge to CVS for their services in managing the bank account. After discussion, all partners agreed that the account had been managed really well by Amber Valley CVS and thanks were expressed to this extent. It was however felt that there should be no charge for this and it should be classed as a partner contribution to the group as are other functions such as providing free meeting rooms, staff time to attend meetings and subsequent follow up work and project specific work (i.e. the CIF projects).

It was agreed that the group would send a letter to CVS stating this response.
