Action Plan Area Updates 

4.1 Raising the Profile of Sport / Community Sport Development – Sports Awards due to take place on either 21st or 28th September.  A small working group has been set up to work on the arrangements.

4.2 Summer Activities leaflet is currently being circulated to Schools.  168 outreach sessions and sports specific activities including basketball, rugby, cricket and gym will be taking place.  HBS requested if anyone had a means of distributing the leaflets to contact her.

4.3 Good attendance numbers at the parks, after school sessions of basketball, gym, rugby and athletics.

4.4 Sport and Education – A student from William Allitt is flying to Olympia in July. Good media coverage for the region.  Two students from Granville School on national FA leadership course.

4.5
John Port, Granville and Pingle Schools will be participating in Derbyshire Mini Leaders Award programme, which provides structured leadership opportunities for Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2.  700 children with 150 sports leaders will be taking part.
4.6
Primary and Secondary PE and Sports Audit will be taking place, the data will be fed back to the National database.  Results September 2009.

Club Development – Currently building on young leaders becoming sports coaches. Courses currently taking place are: "Safeguarding and Protecting Children", "A Club for All" and Fundamental workshop.

Club Development Officer post currently vacant, looking to recruit shortly.

4.9
Physical Activity –the second National Forest Walking Festival was completed  in May  with 37 walks over a 10 day festival.  Increase in participation of 120 attendees.  Feedback from the event currently being evaluated.

Over 60 volunteers attended a successful ‘Thank you event’ to celebrate their volunteer involvement in the Festival.

4.11
Responses to the ‘needs assessment’ gave the evidence needed for an Older People’s Action Plan, which highlights future areas of work.  A South Derbyshire physical activity brochure for 50+ has been produced as an outcome of this project.

National Forest Cycling Festival lead on pulling together a brochure of activities and cycle routes in conjunction with National Bike Week 2nd week in June.  Agreed to build on next year.  Project to be transferred to Groundwork.

An exercise programme for Young People ‘MEND’ focussing on the 7-13 year olds overweight or obese and their families.  4 families have signed up for a 10 week programme, 2hrs session over 2 weeks.  Derbyshire Sport are leading on the project which is currently delayed due to not enough families taking up the programme.

Cllr Jones, DCC cabinet member responsible for adult care and Cllr Farrington adult health and care chair are available to provide support for older peoples activity sessions in South Derbyshire.

Facilities – New MUGA at Newhall Park progressing.

Fencing at Chestnut Avenue – Community Group/Stakeholders have agreed the design.  Currently progressing funding from the FA.

Results from the Green Flag at Maurice Lea and Eureka parks should be available in the next few days.

Granville Schools, Director of Sport to develop the facilities at the Granville School site for evening and weekend community use.

Swimming - Free Swimming

A new role with the National Governing Body. 49 roles nationally have been rolled out to help provide more involvement in swimming.  Free Swim lesson 10-week programme to be launched in September.

SB suggested KH to be involved in a free swim focus group, which discusses various issues like ‘looked after children’, gym usage, children centre free passes.

Free Swim usage is currently being monitored in two centres; evaluation work needs to be progressed.

It was suggested to identifying where older people who are participating in swimming are coming from and see whether an issue of travel is a problem in some areas of the district.  Community transport could be provided.  Action 8 – travel issues for older people’s swimming.

It was suggested it might be beneficial for KH to work with Etwall Leisure Centre on Aquaphobics sessions.

The Deventio training squad use Etwall as a training camp, it was agreed the elite squad need to be supported, free swim time to be reviewed.  Action 9 – review of free swim time for Elite squad.

Free Swim campaign finances in place for two years – ASA are currently working on an exit strategy.
