	Marketing – Image X Consultation
A discussion took place with Adam Taylor from Image X about promoting the ‘Active’ brand across the district & sign posting people to the relevant activities etc.  The group agreed that some generic campaigns &  the production of a website would be the best option.  AC stated that this website need to compliment the Active Derbyshire website.

The CSN agreed the 16-19 age group should remain high on the agenda as this is where a high proportion drop out of sport.  MJ added that the college can interface with over 4500 students to help with any promotions & that almost 100% of students not on sport or public service related courses drop out of sport.

Adam suggested that market research be conducted in the main towns to gauge internet usage relating to reported low access levels.

The CSN agreed to commission Image X to deliver a marketing strategy, based on past experience & usage from BDC. 

A sub group will be formed consisting of Image X, JC, AC, JT, WC & MJ.  The group will meet & develop a strategy on 11th May, 10.00am at KLC.

	Bolsover Sport & Physical Activity Action Plan
JC circulated the updated plan & requested that partners ensure they are updating the plan every quarter.

The group agreed to produce an annual Progress Report, evidencing progress against the strategy, to be published every September.  Action plan updates are therefore required from partners by the end of July. 

JC highlighted some points on the plans, where clear progress had been made.

The group agreed that there was little development around Aim 9 (Post 16 Drop Off).  The group agreed to established a working group to coordinate current activity & plan future activity, highlighting gaps etc.  Sub group to consist of MJ, JB, JC, DD, PB, AD, Sarah Bingham (BDC SDO), Dave Bond (DCC Young Peoples Service Manager) & Sarah Jones (Derbyshire Sport) who will meet on 11th May, 12.00pm at KLC (lunch provided).
JC discussed this years Sports Awards & that it will be the 5th Anniversary.  The group agreed that whilst keeping to the Derbyshire categories, we will develop our awards to create a ‘Celebration of Sport & Physical Activity’.  

JC raised the issues of lack of NGB involvement in Bolsover from some Derbyshire hosted sports & that it had been raised with Derbyshire Sport.  The group expressed that we should continue to gain information about the plans, targets & focus of each of the 11 Derbyshire sports, as well as pursuing other NGB’s where we have had more success e.g. British Cycling, Triathlon, Rugby League etc.

JT updated that Extreme Wheels have secured funding for 12 months, delivering weekly sessions in each cluster area.  AD asked if any other providers are supporting with other messages e.g. health.  JT stated not at this time, but are most welcome to.

Sport Relief:

	Active Derbyshire
AC updated the group on the development of an Active Derbyshire Week operating across the county, probably being held in October.
The website is working well & hits & people registering is increasing, especially post Sport Relief.  A step counter has been added to the interactive system & pedometers have been purchased through the GP Referral Gold Standard Scheme.  WC questioned if that would roll out to Bolsover as they do not come under the Gold Standard for funding from the PCT.

A group has been established to develop a walking festival, with cycling to follow.

MC asked about Bike Ability & the fact that DCC Road Safety Team are opting for Smart Riders instead, despite each SSP being allocated £10,000 for Bike Ability.  Bolsover Cycling Club/BDC is accredited to deliver Bike Ability & will be offering it’s services across the county.

JC commented that letters have been sent out to every club & society on the BDC database, requesting that they register on the website.  A postcard has also been produced & is currently in leisure centres & was included in the Sport Relief goody bags encouraging people to sign up to the interactive part of the website.
