3) Financial Update

c) Active Peoples Survey

6) Community Investment Fund – Action Planning

The CIF bid has been successful, with Sport England confirming that they have granted the funding of £60,460 towards the total project cost of £114,500.  The projects require quarterly KPI reports and 2 case studies being produced each year.  Margaret is in the process of devising a spreadsheet to log all figures for projects across the county.

A steering group now needs to be put in place to plan the roll out of the projects. A meeting will be held on Thursday 12th June 2008 at Belper Leisure Centre at 1.30pm to discuss how to manage the projects and posts. Those attending will be; Paul, Jackie, Emma, Margaret, and Gaz.
