Andy Raynor introduced himself to the group as the newly appointed Public Health Partnership Manager covering both Amber Valley and Erewash. Andy will now replace Sue Foster on the group as the representative from the PCT.

Sharon Brown also introduced herself to the group as the Me & U Project Officer for AVBC. The Me & U project focuses upon the Heanor area (including Smalley, Mapperley, Shipley, L Mill). Sharon is also involved with the Heart & Soul group, who provide walking and cycling opportunities.

2) Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The minutes of the previous meeting (17/09/08) were read and agreed as a true and accurate record.

Matters Arising

· EW said that 2 staff from BLC attended the Jog Leaders training and that it is was very good.

· MB has typed up the Action plans from the previous meeting, which will be circulated and discussed at the next meeting in January.

· GB commented that the Sports Awards on 17th October was a successful evening and thanked those involved in preparing for the event and also for help on the evening. Comments sheets completed by those in attendance were very positive, with GB passing copies of these to the group. A planning group will get together to discuss the 2009 Awards, with thought needed for the venue options available.

3) Financial Update
· The only expenditure since the last meeting was £352.50 for the 2 Amber Valley Active banners that have been produced. One of these is specific to the Sports Awards and the other generic for the group – which are available for partners to use at any events where requested.

· GB said that AVBC would meet the shortfall of funding for the Sports Awards. The total expenditure was £2554.29, with £1100 income generated through sponsorship leaving the net cost at £1454.29.

· Lynn to forward the updated Account Balance sheet to Gaz.

4) CIF Projects updates

Following a meeting of the steering group that took place last week, GB confirmed that AVBC were still in a position to draw down the funding from Sport England and indeed continue it’s overall input into the group.

a) Project Coordinator

Interviews for the Project Coordinator took place on 24th October and the position has now been offered and accepted by Cathy Hinde, who will start in post on 7th January. Cathy will be employed by DC Leisure and have a base at Alfreton Leisure Centre but will work across the Borough and on behalf of the group. The post is 25 hours per week. JG is sorting out an induction period and will arrange for partners to meet with Cathy. 

b) Dance project

PG has purchased the Cyber Coach equipment for use in the DC Leisure Clusters. A meeting has been arranged for 10th December, 12pm at Alfreton LC to plan the roll out of the venues. JG to invite Cathy if she is available. 

IS said that the Youth Service sessions at Aldercar take place on a Monday and Thursday (7-9pm) during term time and would be best suited for having the Dance activities after Easter so that they can be programmed in and advertised.

EW is meeting Laura-Jayne to discuss the planning of delivery mechanism in the Belper area by Starsteppers and to draft a Service Level Agreement and payment method.

GB stressed that the Community venues should not be forgotten after sessions have moved to the Leisure Centres and that the new Somercotes Community Centre will be opening in December.

c) Sportsability

MB suggested that we might have to call the project a different name (e.g. Inclusive Games) as Sportsability is a Youth Sports Trust initiative.

Mick Potter has completed the Tutor training held recently and Derbyshire Sport are continuing with the process to become the accrediting body. The plan is still to deliver 10 ‘Taster sessions’ in Year 1 with 3 accredited courses being run in Year 2. GB to contact MP to arrange a meeting to discuss planning the roll out and ordering equipment.

d) Swim for Fitness

JG to contact Zoggs to see if a training session can be arranged in December/January for staff that will be providing the poolside support. 

Each Leisure Centre to identify at least 4 staff to receive the training and to start thinking about suitable slots in the pool programming and equipment/training cards that will be required.

JG to ask if Zoggs have any T-shirts that can be used by staff on poolside.

e) Indemnity Agreement

GB circulated a draft indemnity that has been produced by AVBC. Suggestions were made to make the document more specific to the dance project.

GB to make changes and circulate.
