	5.
	Active People Survey 4 (APS4) Results
JC & MB circulated papers detailing the APS4 results under each heading, which combines both APS 3 & 4.

The NI8 figure across the county has decreased, but not significantly.

JC highlighted the point that there is an increase in participation levels between APS 3 & 4, which is credit to the CIF Funded Active People programme. JC also detailed how the APS survey feeds in the local authority Corporate Targets & how a framework has been created to capture participants & attendances to evidence that more people are active now than in 2005/6, although this is not necessarily reflected in the APS results.

KA stresses that whilst we take on board the APS results, we are to be more concerned with the data capture collated by JC & other bodies in evidencing whether or nor not a physical activity programme is successful in engaging new participants.

JB concluded that as the sample size & then breakdown in specific areas is so small, these figures whilst interesting should inform rather than dictate future strategy. JB also requested whether Derbyshire Sport could create an average over the 1st 3 years, compared to the 2nd 3 years & this should be just to influence future improvements & interventions.

	People, Places, Play
JC circulated a paper with a limited amount of information regarding future programmes to be launched from April onwards.

‘Places’ sets to upgrade local sports clubs & facilities, invest in multi-sport facilities & protect playing fields. Although there is no detail as yet on how this funding will be distributed or how it can be applied for, it is a positive as there hasn’t been a specific pot of facility money for many years.

‘People’ sets to create more opportunities at a local level by recruiting, training & deploying sports leaders as volunteers. The targets for this element is higher than in previous years, yet the funding is considerably less.

‘Play’ – ‘Gold Challenge’ – a web based Olympic event style series of challenges for charity. PB to investigate options at leisure centres as interest will increase as 2012 approaches. JB suggested that we could look at a Bolsover Gold Challenge event for charity, linking into the Village Games project.
‘Play’ – ‘Sportivate’, this is the replacement for Sports Unlimited & has the most scope for us to implement as we desire. The age shifts to 14-15 yrs, & delivery is over 6 weeks with an aim of sustainability into mainstream activity,
JC offered suggestions of how this could tie strongly into current community clubs & leisure centre settings where activities like dance/exercise classes & gym usage could become a focus.

JB expressed concerns over the high retention targets & how many participants per session would be required to achieve these targets.

MB stated that it is still unclear how the funding will be split across the county & what the bidding process would look like & where other not there will be a sway to more urban areas.

JB is to attend a county group in the next week to gather additional information.

AD stated that the YSDF funding finishes on 31st March & this funding could potentially help mainstream some of the successful activities.

The group considered whether a localised or a county steering group would be of most benefit & agreed that we would like to see a local steering group, similar to that for Sports Unlimited who would assess local bids & determine how the funding will be rolled out across Bolsover district. He group requested that JB take this information to the county meeting.

	‘Active Tibshelf – Community Cohesion Project’ & Village Games
LS presented the development of the Active Tibshelf project & the development of the website (www.activetibshelf.kk5.org). A summer programme is currently being developed with local partners
MB updated the group on the progress of the signage in & around Tibshelf developed from the Local area Agreement Transport subgroup. The group confirmed that they would like the ‘Active Tibshelf’ logo to be used on the signage. 

Village Games – Change 4 Life Club now in 4 venues, Back 2 Netball at Clowne, Jogging Group in Clowne, Glapwell Walking group in establishment, Just Good Friends club developments for disability sport & volunteering, Change 4 Life Badminton Club being developed at Heritage High School, with a multisport facility for children. Volunteer workshop to be delivered in March to support voluntary placements from the Bolsover Leadership & Coaching Academy.

	Bolsover Coaching & Volunteering Academy
Howard Tomlinson introduced himself to the group as the project co-ordinator for the Bolsover Leadership & Coaching Academy. To date, the project has been launched within schools through the Step into Sport Conference & with the Academy members at the 1st Academy Conference.
51 applications were received for the 40 available places & to date, 42 inductions have taken place & 36 returned the agreement. The coach education calendar had been produced & the aim is to ‘sell’ any remaining places. 24 volunteer placements have been indentified. 

Additional work is still required within the schools to encourage intake, plus volunteer placements need adding to the website.

	Facilities Update & Changes to Operations
PB & DD explained the change in their roles, DD is now Operations Manager, tasked with reducing expenditure & making the centres more efficient & PB is Business Development Manager, tasked with increasing income & participation rates through the introduction of new programmes.

Zumba has been introduced to all 3 centres & proving extremely successful. The Aquatics Champion initiative has been piloted resulting in 300 new members & approximately generating £3000 & has now been recognised as national good practice by the ASA.

Bolsover Wellness Scheme will be 7 years old in May, with 5000 referrals & 80,000 attendances. Future contracts are currently being negotiated.

Extreme Wheels & ‘What’s Stopping You’ funding has been secured for the next financial year.

The Adventure & Extreme Sports Festivals are currently seeking funding along with ‘5-a-week’.

Walking 4 Health – 8 groups are already established with the aim of increasing this number by 5, including Glapwell & a corporate based group based at Sherwood Lodge.

	SAG Update & review of Services
JC updated that group that through the reduction in Sports Development staff a decision has been taken to reduce the amount of support offered to SAG’s. A letter has been sent to each Chairperson explaining the situation. SDO’s will attend any meeting where there is value to be gained.

JB expressed concern if these groups are to fold we could potentially loose the opportunity to seek funding through the constituted body. JC replied that if the groups are not function as an active body, there is no reason for them to remain in existence just for the names sake.

	Comprehensive Spending Review
JC briefly updated the group on the financial challenges faced by the local authority & the plans that leisure has implemented to both reduce expenditure & increase income. At this stage the future of all services is uncertain, but for the interim, services will operate as normal.

JB updated on the SSP situation in that SSCo’s now have funding for 1 day & it is hoped that schools will invest in the 2nd day. PSA funding should secure a PDM type role short term, but a more long term solution is being looked at at the moment. FESCO funding will be removed from end the of this school year & PLT funding will be removed from Easter. Schools & other partners are now being asked to financially support the partner & general feedback is very positive.
A number of constituted sports specific focus groups have been & are being established locally.

A meeting will take place later this week to look at accountability & it is predicted that there will be a localised management group with a wider stakeholder group underneath a county steering group. KA suggested that the CSN could play a role this local group to avoid any duplication.
AD updated on the YSDF project that will lose it’s funding on 31st March. All schemes are currently being evaluated & it is hoped that the most successful will be mainstreamed with partners or through other external funding bids.
