	Marketing – Image X Consultation
JC discussed with the group the idea of creating a double sided website, with clubs having a direct site & responsibility & a public site to sign post activity. JC suggested that the activities listed should extend to cultural activities, tying in with available research & offer of support from the Bolsover Cultural Forum. AD queried whether there would be support for small clubs or those unsure of how to develop their own sites. Adam confirmed that this support would be offered.
