	Sports Awards 2009:

The nomination forms and eligibility criteria forms have gone live on the Derbyshire Sport website

EW to e-mail the nomination forms and eligibility criteria to the group

The venue for the Awards Evening is Alfreton Leisure centre in the Bowls Hall. Awaiting costs from PS at Alfreton for the steering group to review at the next meeting on July 14th at ALC. EW to meet with PS to go through the costings prior to the steering group meeting.

Judging will take place on 26th August at ALC, 10am. All the group have been invited to judge EW needs confirmation of who will be attending

EW confirmed that AVBC would commit £2000 to the evening. The PCT would not be contributing to the cost of the evening but would sponsor an award as that is the commitment they have made to Erewash.

EW stated that the plan regarding sponsors is to give all the sponsors from last years’ awards first refusal and to generate more sponsors for any remaining categories. EW has tried to make contact with Tesco to request sponsorship for the whole event and so far has been unsuccessful. Additionally she has contacted Asics who have declined the local awards but would possibly be interested in using some of their marketing budget next year to sponsor the Derbyshire Sports Awards – details have been passed to Nikki Sargeson at DS.

Promoting the Awards:

Raising awareness is paramount to the success of the evening this year as last year the deadline for nominations had to be extended to generate more interest

PG suggested that the group should look through the categories and identify awards that they may be in a position to promote through existing contacts

EW to contact RW at Derbys Sport to request that the School Sports Awards nominations are e-mailed through for inclusion on the judging day

	CIF Update:

CH updated on project

Swim4Fitness: working well across all 3 sites, similar levels of participation at all. New drive when new DC pools open (WG already open) to encourage more people to attend motivator-staffed sessions and try out kit at other swim times. New classes will be developed (supported by DC head office) to tie in with Swim4F in the Autumn/Spring.

Inclusive Games: 8 taster sessions have been delivered successfully now planning for full-day accredited course. This will be co-tutored by Mick Potter and Catherine Slater. CH has put together a list of games kit needed for the session that AVA will pay for. Mick to confirm that correct kit is being ordered.

Dance: this project has been challenging. CH reported on meeting with EW and new direction for classes; permanent base for Star steppers classes and utilising the leisure centre with a move away from outreach venues. Classes currently running at Aldercar youth club and soon to start for Young mum’s group in Alfreton (to be run at the leisure centres)

	PACE Project:

PG reported on current status; PCT, SSP and AVBC have committed funds for project in Amber Valley. Have approached 62 schools, all said yes and 52 have already booked slots. This is against the 3? that Erewash delivered to. Erewash will deliver training to Amber valley staff from Sept, future option to develop into a generic county-wide project

LA suggested that a more joined up approach should be adopted and that it would useful to consult with the representative who attends the Children’s Partnership meetings.

	Choosing Health Projects:

Activate – 

A walking group and a jogging group aimed at all over 16’s.

Tom Crampton (DS) handed out a draft SLA for the project. He explained that the money for the project is currently with PG so LA suggested there isn’t a need to pay funding to CVS to then pay a leader – the funding can remain with the PG

PG is happy to continue to hold the funding for the post, however, he can not pay self employed coaches – as soon as they have delivered 3 sessions for an organisation they are considered to be employed. LA asked that it should be noted that AVA needs to be changed on the SLA to the partner who is holding the funds 

TC explained the commitment of participants based on the way they pay and it was discussed that the decision of how the payment would work and how much they pay should be applied to all of the groups so that it encouraged consistency

The walking group were not specifically targeted at post GP Referrals but it is anticipated that they would be signposted to the group. Need to ensure that the project doesn’t tap into the same target groups as Groundworks. TC agreed to circulate all the details of the project and to go into Leisure Centres to explain the details of the scheme to the staff and instructors.

Regarding recruiting for the post PG suggested that the advert was put out ASAP and finalise the remaining details in the meantime.

LA enquired if the funding has been agreed for three years and if absolute confirmation of that has been received? LA suggested that a ‘termination of agreement’ clause is written into the SLA.

PG requested that TC should circulate the SLA for comments.

ACE Summer Holiday Activities –

Choosing Health bid - £2728 has been allocated to all 4 LC sites. No representative from Belper LC at the meeting EW to find out if Belper are willing to deliver ACE activities at their site. JG to explore the option of funding through Faye Harvey to attempt to make up the short fall for the project.
