	NGB Update

DN gave an update on how we can engage with governing bodies at local level. NGB’s are in consultation with CSP to help deliver their interventions at a local level. This is in relation to their whole sport plans 09-13. NGB’s have been provided with the opportunity to showcase their sport in Derbyshire and to create some good links with the CSP, some sports are much clearer than others. CSP will be looking to work at a local level with SDO partners. 

There are 45 sports engaged, 11 have Derbyshire officers, 34 have a regional officer. The purpose is to inform NGB’s what we as a county can do for their sport.

Partnership Interaction Day (PID)
DN circulated a paper with PID outcomes on it and each sport has given an agreement of roles and responsibilities through CSP/NGB meetings. All sports have given key headlines; PID will allow this to be moved on to a very specific local level. Outline information for PID was circulated. 

NGB and LA to come together and work on common goals and for common benefit. A series of nine 30 minute conversations for planning, networking and information sharing.

	Village Games
HL - 5 out of 7 officers have been appointed 

The village games co-ordinators started work in July. Following a week of local and county wide induction, the team were off to their local areas to find out what was going on. The co-ordinators have been making contact with people in their priority villages for Year 1, and have been making plans for new sports activities, clubs and festivals. They are also working with villages other than the priority ones, where people show the initiative and get in touch. 

HL is co-ordinating the project, and is keen to hear from people who would like to meet the co-ordinators, especially those who have a county role and might want to meet the whole team together. There are slots available at the monthly village games team meetings for speakers and discussion groups. Hayley is also keen to encourage others not in the 6 identified rural districts to get involved, so will be making contact further afield. She wants to see whether villages and communities across Derbyshire can be inspired to run their own village games events next summer and in 2012.

	Derbyshire Sport update – HL and MB
Coaching Derbyshire: 

We received notification on 27 May 2010 that RiC grant was to be cut with immediate effect. Bolsover and Derby are seeking to fund grants that they have already committed. 

Plan for coaching is with the designers at the moment but RiC will be out of date on it!

Coachmark:

Local coaching groups are up and running and are taking place with varying degrees of formality. They appear to be making a real difference to the co-ordination of coaching in districts. All districts have coach mark underway. We are also looking to get all coaching agencies to undertake coachmark to allow us to ensure quality in the county which goes across the board.

Coach Education:

Allison can help promote all generic courses through her network. Anyone making a loss on key coach mark courses can call for support. Coaching Derbyshire postcards circulated for distribution.

Allison is continuing to work hard on the coach databases to give coaches and tutors a better understanding of their needs. 

A coach and volunteer development officer group is to be established with reps from all districts. Arrange to meet 3 times a year to share good practice and network for training opportunities.

Active Derbyshire

Anyone with information for Angela Carter could you please forward to Margaret as Ange is off sick for the next 6 weeks. 

MB – There was a proposal for an active Derbyshire week but this has been suggested that we cancel and concentrate on getting active Derbyshire branding at a very local level to get local communities engaged with the brand and activities. 

MB circulated information about hits on the Active Derbyshire website. There was an increase in visits for everyone during March which was in relation to Sport Relief. This is something that we would like to replicate and has the same level of impact. 

Some areas have had higher number of hits than others with no concrete reason why this is the case. Chesterfield is high and SW suggested that Chesterfield are promoting active Chesterfield in PCT, Leisure centres, and more places. They have also been branding Active Derbyshire Chesterfield which may have given it a more local feel and therefore had a better impact. 

Any event happening locally we can brand with Active Derbyshire and promote both at the same time. 

Corporate Challenge
Derbyshire Sport are looking to develop a corporate challenge and the use of a facility where companies can log their minutes of activity together for some friendly competition.

	Facility Programming
WT discussed the difficulty in co-ordinating programmes alongside his own Local Authority leisure centres. DCC are looking at how to use Active People more effectively when it comes to the programming of facilities but getting facility managers to recognise its importance is the difficulty as they have specific targets related to the bottom line and ensuring breaking even. 

SW has regular update meetings centred on Sport Development rather than facilities to give the centre managers an opportunity to see into sport development leave. 

There is a recognition that in each district there is a certain level of conflict between facilities and development. There are some pockets of good practice around the districts but there is still a message that it is not ideal.

As a group and SDOs we could look at ways of helping each other and supporting on any positive steps taken in this area and perhaps as a collective create a way of working with centres for more of a mutual benefit.

Performance sport in the county is not a major priority for local authorities but as a county we need to look at how we deliver a good offer for performance sport. 

Club Lottery:

Sports forums at different levels have been met with and talked through the idea, working on 100 club idea. There was mixed feedback and it is evident that the proposal needs to be clearer and needs to review the financial risks.

Derbyshire Sport AGM:

Taking place 6 July 2010 and there will be a conversation about the use of using open spaces to help increase participation. 

New Staff:

Welcome to Edwina Archer who is the new funding officer and to Martin Hird who is the new Research and Marketing officer for the CSP.

James Cox is also due to start as the new disability officer in August. 

Andrea Stone has also returned from maternity leave, welcome back to Andrea and thanks to Hayley Lever for all her hard work covering Andrea.
