Minutes from the last Meeting 

Agreed and passed by all attendees.
Table Tennis Update – Carolyn Ryan
Table Tennis received 81% of the funding for their Whole Sport Plan therefore TT are now adjusting their plans accordingly.
TT is the racket sport for Playground to Podium (P2P), the money for this and the club and coach money should dovetail with one another.  This has resulted in TT having a resource on the ground, his post would be a full time post based at Colin Deaton TT Club.  Partnership funding has been found for two years through the Chesterfield School Sport Partnership via the extended services money through Derbyshire Special School Sports Association.

This post will be based in the Chesterfield SSP area for 3.5 days per week and they will be 1.5 days per week working regionally on P2P.  The plan would be to support the SSP identify gifted and talented disabled young people, ensure they are sign posted and have quality coaching opportunities at Colin Deaton as well as the club becoming a centre of excellence in disability TT.
Future Priorities
The group still feels that it is important to work with mainstream sports clubs to become more inclusive to disabled people.  Therefore identification of clubs has taken place across Chesterfield through the sports club forum.
This needs to happen with a club in North East Derbyshire and in Bolsover – Shaun and Shane to try and follow this up in there areas.
At present there is enough money the bank to able to support some of this work over the next year.

The question is for each member of the group would be to answer, what is there role in this project and what can they offer to support this development.

Catherine to work with Scott and Shaun on the Club handbook over the summer period ready for working through this book with clubs in September.
Return to Sport CIF – Bolsover 
1st year of the project has now been completed.  There have been two x ten week blocks of activity with 8 women, 5 fisherman, 4 males and 3 from mental health services.  

The second year will start from September – in year 1 all targets were met and exceeded.
Chesterfield and North East Derbyshire – Active Ability Project

Chesterfield Football Project 
There are now 10 volunteers from 3 different clubs in Chesterfield who have been training on the How to Coach Disabled Footballers course.  The launch of the football sessions will be in September and the emphasis in the first stages will be on engaging young people in football.  The coaches will be mentored over the first ten weeks of activity by Derby Football in the Community.

Chesterfield Football club are also engaged in this process and hopefully this will increase over a period of time.

The sessions will be in 5-6 or 6-7 time slot and the cost will be £1.50 per session.
