Treasurers Report 

As KS could not attend the meeting CS reported that there was very little report.  The group has still got the funds which had been provided by Derbyshire Sport, as well as the Sport Relief grant. 
Secretary’s Report 

CS reported that there had been little progress over the last 12 months and felt that the group needed to be much more focussed as a group and concentrate its efforts on club development with a view to supporting different club related projects across the three districts. 

Constitution

CS went through the group constitution objectives and discussed with the group any amendments to be made.  The main change is that the group is not a delivery agent but rather a support group and this was reflected in all changes made to the constitution.  CS would amend the constitution and circulate it by the end of the week and asked that any comments be submitted to her by Friday 13th February.

Funding 

CS introduced RS who had been appointed as Funding Officer for Derbyshire Sport.  RS explained that her role was to support Derbyshire Sport to identify and secure funds to support projects and programmes and wanted to start by supporting all Disability Sports Groups across the County to secure a small grant to support a project which they want to take forward.  
After some discussion, the group agreed that an application should be assembled based on providing a club support programme including marketing, equipment and training with a small amount set aside for the groups running costs. RS asked that someone on the group agree to be the applicant and point of liaison in assembling the bid and SW agreed to do this on behalf of the group. 
The groups focus over the next 12 months will be around a club support package, this will involve club auditing, SWOT analysis and action planning to support clubs along with support from the Funding Bid which Derbyshire Sport Fundraising officer from Derbyshire Sport will submit.

CSN Representative

CS will be attending the next Bolsover CSN and will input into the CSN plan on behalf of the group.  

Bolsover/Chesterfield and NE Derbyshire CIF project update 

SW explained that the Chesterfield CSN was in the process of setting up various projects including a Dance Fit Project for women and a Race for Life which would involve approximately 3000 women. He also reported that the CSN has approximately £11,000 to support projects.

ST reported that Bolsover CSN was working closely with the Mental Health Group to deliver activities for people in Shirebrook and Pinxton, and had so far included a fishing project.

SM reported that Active Ability Project was in the process of delivering activities at Killamarsh Leisure Centre and Dronfield Sports Centre including chair based exercises, table tennis and badminton and had linked up with the College to recruit coaches and volunteers.  

Any Other Business 

AF reported that the hoist at Staveley Healthy Living Centre was broken.  CS stated that she would make enquiries to try to resolve this on behalf of Leonard Cheshire. 

SW reported that he had set up a satellite 7-aside disability football project from 5 – 6 pm at Queens Park Leisure Centre in partnership with Peter Collins from Derby County FC.  Derby County FC had agreed to support with coaching over the first few weeks and it would start on the 3rd March at Queens Park Cricket Pavilion.  All Charter Standard Clubs would be encouraged to send participants.  

CS stated that the County has its first County Boccia club up and running.  It will start on the 23rd February from 6 – 7 pm on Monday evenings at Swanwick Special School.  The venue was being provided free of charge and the coaching was also being provided in a voluntary capacity.  The club will cater for children and young people aged 8 – 25 years and if there are sufficient participants a separate session can be organised on Thursday evenings for adults. 

CS also reported that she was currently working in partnership with Paul Hatton at Chesterfield Tennis Centre to set up a number of tennis sessions open to all age groups which would be linked to the Wheel Chair Tennis World Cup.
