	Chesterfield Disability Football Club
Scott reported that 14 children/young people (cyp) have attended, with an average of 9 per week.  Sessions seem to be weather dependent and the group felt that numbers may fall over the winter.  However, everyone agreed what a positive club this was and that it was everyone’s responsibility to push/publicise the club.  Weekly cost of court £20 and cyp pay £1.50.  Scott indicated that he may wish to put in a bid to the group so that costs can be covered, thus ensuring the viability of the group.  He felt costs would be £200-£300 per year.

The group asked about how much money is left in the pot and who are the signatories.  It seems that Karen Shopland and John Barker are still on the account as signatories.  Catherine Slater to be asked to speak to Karen and John about changing this over to Scott. 
Gill asked about the coaches trained – were they all undertaking their fair share.  Scott reported that, Brampton Rovers, Somersall Rangers, Chesterfield Town, Chesterfield Football in the Community, had coaches trained but only Somersall Rangers and Chesterfield Football in the Community are regularly attending the sessions.  Andy Morris has proved to be a great asset to the group.  Scott indicated that he would be speaking to the other clubs who are not sending coaches.

Discussion took place around getting cyp from mainstream schools to attend.

	Active Ability
Shaun reminded people about the Open Event on Sunday 15 November at Dronfield.  The day will run from 10am-4pm with around 11/12 activities for people take part in, including bowling and football.  There would also be stalls.

Shaun is working on Get Active, Be Healthy weeks which will be w/c 26 Jan and w/c 2 Feb 2010.  These weeks will consist of taster sessions.  Other taster sessions to be organised are, 20 Jan Climbing Wall, 10/12 Feb Dance Mats.

Numbers attending Queens Park sessions have averaged 16.  Some people coming as friendship groups which is positive.

Shaun is starting to take a backseat and encouraging other staff to run sessions.

Funding for the project comes to an end around September 2010.  The group discussed how the project could be continued after this time.  Shaun has spoken to Rachael Scott at Derbyshire Sport re funding.
Links with Social Care (outreach teams) may help towards making the project more sustainable with people who can access Direct Payments informed about the project.  Sue mentioned a recent contact she had made, Anne Welch, from the Outreach Team who is keen to get involved in this group.  Sue to send minutes and invite to Anne for next meeting.

 Sue and Scott also mentioned about Positive Activities money and how that could be a catalyst to feed young people through to the Active Ability project.
