1 County Update. JC gave update.  Aiming to bring together County Disability Sports Forum.   One initial meeting held to determine the function of the group. Plan to meet next week to discuss terms of reference and elect officers.  Jill is the rep from this group.  JC will forward notes from last meeting.  By then end of March there will be a first draft of a refreshed county plan.

JC said that there was a plan to increase the number of disabled people who NGB’s were working with.  Target to increase the number of inclusive clubs by 1.

Disability Sub Group of county ASA are linking with Spireoaks initially to get them affiliated to the ASA.

Playground to Podium.  A Task and Finish group held.  NGB’s are happy for schools to nominate direct to County Athlete Assessment days.  Disable people are hopefully going to have an opportunity to go through a sport festival before going to the CAAD.  Last year there were 11 disable youngsters at the CAAD and it is hoped that this no will increase this year.

2 Post 16.  DG reported on what is happening from this perspective.  Clowne College are making links with Portland College to share facilities and play friendlies etc.  DG also gave a break down of the students in each category of course at Chesterfield College.  She also asked if there might be an additional role for Mark Jones (FESCO) in the next few months.  DG will liaise with MM in relation to this.  The meeting felt it might be useful to look at the sports groups who currently use the college facilities and look at how disabled people could join these.  It was also suggested that we should investigate whether the college could use their skills to support local clubs.  There could be an option for linking clubs in to the end of the college day.
3 Club Participation.  GH Updated the meeting on the current participation levels.  The Multi Sports/Boccia Club is using Fairplay and last week 8 people had attended.  There had been increased uptake and then the adverse weather hit attendance.

Club Audits.  Cricket from Darley Abbey. Spire Oaks swimming.  College will link with Pete Collins at Derby City.  James will link with Paul Hatton – County Tennis Officer.
