The Director presented the management accounts to the end of October 2010 and the projected budgets for 2011/12 and 2012/13.

The projected year end figures had improved due to in year cost savings.  
Sport England had confirmed their core funding to Derbyshire Sport to 2014/15 at level of £200k per annum. 

Derbyshire County Council has agreed for a PSA Reward Grant totalling £386k to be allocated to work of School Sport Partnerships.  The funds will be paid into Derbyshire Sport who will be advised by a new PE and School Sport Strategy Group as to how this should be allocated.

	DERBYSHIRE SPORT STAFFING
The Director presented this report and gave an update on staffing matters.
The 5 Competition Manager posts employed within Derbyshire Sport will not be extended beyond 31 March 2011 due to funding from Youth Sport Trust being withdrawn.  It is proposed that the one county coordinating role will continue until 31 August 2011 to manage the programme to its conclusion, produce a final 3 year project and take a lead role in establishing the new National School Games programme in Derbyshire from 2011. This extension will be funded from within the competition managers programme budget.

A new Sport England lottery programme has been launched - Places People Play. Some aspects of this will be coordinated through Derbyshire Sport and this may bring additional capacity funding. The details of this have still to be clarified.
In light of savings and the potential for new income, a revised timescale of end of January 2011 was proposed for reviewing staffing levels and salary savings within the Derbyshire Sport core team.
