Group Chair and Secretary
5.1
The Chair, Vice Chair and Secretary shall be elected by the Group for a period of one year at the AGM.

The Secretary shall prepare and distribute the minutes of each meeting.

5.3
The Chair or nominated substitute will be the spokesperson of the Derbyshire Sports Development Officers and act as the representative on the Derbyshire Sport Exec.

Frequency of Meetings

The group shall meet at least four times in each financial year, to fit in with Derbyshire Sport meetings.

The AGM shall be held in March each year.
