4. Social Media
JC gave an overview of how Bolsover DC currently use Facebook across Sports Development and Leisure Centres including usage figures which included impressive % of ‘friends’ when aligned to the districts population.
Currently BDC have 13,000 friends and 900 followers on Twitter.

The BC’s Communications Officer administrates the Councils page with other key officers administrating their own sections/centres/projects pages. Currently there has been no major problems with this set up and the benefit has been significant.
BDC has 7 project pages including the council as a whole, Sports Development, Village Games and Leisure Centres.

A report was circulated which demonstrated how the DC approached the idea of using Facebook initially, covering area such as policies and usage restrictions and administration privileges

5. Olympics and Paralympic Games / Torch Relay
Group discussed the proposed route for the torch relay with the 28th October given as the deadline for initial plans to be submitted to Rory Slater for review at the next county planning meeting.

Most districts have local organising groups to coordinate local activity, linking into the county groups with representative members. In addition to the county group there is a marketing and comms group and a security group.
The forum discussed the need to focus on the legacy angle of the games and most thought this would be picked up by local organising groups.
6. Active Derbyshire
AK gave an update on the latest Active Derbyshire meeting and in particular discussed the role/function of the group with regard to the Healthy Lifestyle HUB.
Jog Derbyshire report was discussed, in particular the time taken to produce the report and as a result the timescales it covers.

Paul Chambers is leading on a countywide cycling work with Derbyshire County Council part of which is hoping to secure funding for activities such as community led rides.

Active Workplace Mark is being developed and could be ready to launch in the near future

Countywide Sport Relief mile events have been planned around the county to a point where every district has at least one mile event. Coordinated marketing will start in the new year however the website that allows people to join/pay is open.

AK offered support with marketing and suggested the idea of repeating last year when promotional flyers were distributed to all districts to put into participant goodie bags. All agreed this would be an excellent idea.
