4.2 - Sport College facilities – still awaiting some equipment.  Booking system to be started from half term.  Looking into the possibility of issuing sports passes.

2.4 6.11
Work is progressing on Etwall Leisure Centre and it will be handed over in July 2009.

2.5 9 - Summer Reading Challenge – participation figures better than in 2007.  Rosina thanked everyone involved in its promotion and Charlie for his initiative of free swimming passes.

2.6 10 - Mike Spirita – Hannah and Laura have been working with Price Waterhouse Coopers on a pilot volunteering programme.  12 volunteers have been identified and are to be matched up with their chosen sport/club.

2.7 11.2 - 2 years free swimming for 60+ agreed from next April and will be launched with a week of activities for older people.  Grant for 16 and unders to be accepted.  Looking at monitoring numbers by issuing swimming passes.  Scheme to be run alongside NW Leicestershire, East Staffs and other Derbyshire districts, allowing people to use pools in those districts too.

11.5 – Get Active in the Forest won the best sports project category at the National Lottery finals. Volunteers were invited to attend the last full council meeting and John commented that it made members more aware of how much time is given for free.  Sporting volunteers may be invited to attend in future.

11.4 – Will have to reconsider the idea of using Section 106 moneys for the 
Olympic launch.

11.8 – South Derbyshire Sport Awards was a very successful event with 140 attending and nominations received for all 14 categories.  Hannah extended her thanks to Steve Smith for acting as compère for the evening.

11.9 - National Bike Week was disappointing with only a small uptake of the challenge.

11.13 - National Play Day at Maurice Lea Park was very well-attended by children and parents plus representatives from Derbyshire Youth Service, CVS, Libraries, Fire Service and more.  Mini events may be held elsewhere in the district in future.

11.11 - Body MOT’s – over 100 carried out in September across the district.

3.
Constitution of Strategic Sports Group

3.1 At the Extraordinary General Meeting of South Derbyshire Sport held last Friday it was agreed to fold the group and amalgamate with this one.  This should strengthen the cause of sport and enable a more joined up approach.  Therefore a committee needs to be elected.

3.2 Councillor John Lemmon was nominated for Chair by Stuart Batchelor.

3.3 Ron Lane was nominated for Vice-Chair by Steve Smith.

3.4 Dave Fern was nominated for Treasurer by Ron Lane.

3.5 Secretary – It was agreed that SDDC would continue to act in the role of Secretary.

3.6 Committee members – These will be a small executive committee responsible for ensuring things progress, updating action plan etc.  Members will be Hannah Barradell-Smith, Steve Smith, Stuart Batchelor and Mary Hague.

3.7 All proposals/nominations were agreed by the group.

4. 5-hour offer

4.1
The aim of the 5-hour offer is to get more than 85% of children doing 5 hours of PE a week.

4.2 Granville is to split the responsibility for junior and senior schools.  The John Port cluster has a large programme of activities.

4.3 Young leadership and volunteering is progressing with 8 volunteers becoming sports ambassadors for the district.  Young people’s sports leisure forum being planned.

Extended Activities now named Sports Unlimited and the Coaching Fund - means £50,000 is available to spend on coaching and will be targeted at secondary age group and above and cover less popular sports as well as the usual.

Positive Youth Activities Group has given £15,000 additional funding.

4.6
Dance performance – 100 young participants from primary to adults took part, 15 of which will be going to Disneyland next week to open a show.  Students are now going on to further education in dance.

As Hilton Primary School is very busy after school, alternative venues are needed.  The village hall is nearby and it would be a good idea to work with the Parish Council on this issue and also during the summer holidays when the play scheme is rained off.  Amy Plenderleith is a good contact.

Numbers are restricted in off-site activities like rowing and canoeing, but basketball sessions have been very well attended and dance mats are always popular.

Frank commented that it has been very good to develop links with other Primary and Secondary schools.

Sports College

5.1
Launch of Granville as a Sports College took place last week.  During the day-long event there were opportunities to try out different sports equipment and participate in lots of activities, including 1 hour after close of school.  

5.2 Richard Tilley has been appointed Director of Sport.  

5.3 The school benefits from extra space and is now able to offer GCSE dance using the Dance Studio, which is also open for hire to dance companies.  

5.4 In addition, the tennis courts and 2 sports halls will be open during the summer holidays and football pitches may be open to the community next season.

Action Plan update

Hannah is in the process of updating the Action Plan and will be meeting with other key members in order to have it ready for the next meeting.  A brief update follows.

Summer Scheme successful despite the poor weather.  5300 participants at 183 sessions.  Good team of staff.

Sports unlimited – looking to build on past success

6.6 South Derbyshire Sports Club Directory to be ready by November and should be linked to the Derbyshire Directory – produced by Laura Gibson.

6.7 Derbyshire Coach Mark Scheme - a coach training course to take place before Christmas.  Aim is for all coaches to have Coachmark qualification and so provide good quality coaching in schools and the community.

6.8 Facilities – Etwall Leisure Centre - Pool currently being dug out.  Work on target and in budget.  Stuart will be meeting key players to plan a new facility management programme and aiming to develop the centre as a community hub.  David Joy would like to come to the initial meeting.

6.9 Football Foundation meetings to be held to prioritise potential projects, although Chellaston School may be getting an ATP, which would not help the cause at Melbourne.

6.10 Eureka Park bid almost ready to be put forward.

6.11 Walking Festival took place in May.  

6.12 New to Exercise Scheme up and running.

6.13 50+ cycling – continuing and increasing.

6.14 Wider vision for sport –Stuart will be attending the next LSP meeting to be held at Repton School.  Will be a good opportunity to fly the Olympic 2012 flag.  Action plan for next few years on the Agenda.  Hope to get businesses involved.

7.2 The initial support from English Athletics has been withdrawn and for the moment Jog England is no longer taking place.  Therefore Jog Derbyshire is the only one of its kind and South Derbyshire is the only district with a running group so far.

7.3 Training for prospective jog leaders is taking place on 8 November at Wirksworth Leisure Centre.  Future training sessions will take place more locally.

9. Any other business

9.1 Stuart – Sports Passes for Green Bank and Etwall Leisure Centres are currently issued to those performing at county level or above.  A reciprocal agreement has been made with East Staffs Council so sportspeople will be able to use facilities, which are more convenient.  A decision is currently awaited from NW Leics, and Derby City may reciprocate in the future.  Thanks to Etwall and GBLC for their help and cooperation.

Top up swimming scheme is funded from September to December this year and provides an extra swimming teacher for schools.  This year more key stage 2 children are swimming.  Last year 400 children achieved the standard.
