Sports Volunteer Award Application Form - Guidance Notes
What is the Sports Volunteer Award Project?

The Sports Volunteer Award is part of the Recruit into Coaching Project and aims to provide volunteers with the opportunity to access funding to help them gain new qualifications in sport. The project specifically aims to engage individuals into coaching. 
How much can a new coach apply for?

New coaches can apply for up to £320 to cover costs including:

· £150 for scholarship courses 
· £50 for First Aid and Safeguarding and Protecting Children workshops
· CRB Clearance and volunteer expenses
As part of the grant conditions, each volunteer coach must receive a minimum of £150 scholarship which can be used for leader qualifications, coaching qualifications or generic workshops.

What are the criteria? 
Volunteers must be linked to provision provided through Derbyshire Youth Service. 

Volunteers will be expected to complete 30 hours voluntary coaching with Derbyshire Youth Service provision or within a local sports club which they are placed with or already have membership with. This will be monitored by a youth worker or club volunteer co-ordinator.

How will you be supported?

You will be supported by the local Sport Development team.  They will arrange a time and date to meet with you and discuss your interests and needs.  You will complete a simple training needs analysis.  Together you will identify the workshops you need to attend and a suitable placement for you to complete a minimum of 30 hours volunteering.
A mentor or volunteer co-ordinator will be identified to support you in your placement.  They will be your first point of call for any queries you have about your placement.  
How do you get involved?
You’ll need to complete an application form giving as much detail as possible about why you would like to be involved in Recruit into Coaching.  

All applications will be processed and you will be notified as to whether you have been accepted on to the programme.

1. Please complete all boxes with full details of you, as the applicant.

1. This section should include information about why you are applying for funding as well as details of courses the funding will pay for over the 12 months from the time of acceptance.

2. Please include any further information that you feel will enhance your application.

Question 3

1. A member of the organisation you are involved with needs to complete this section. 

2. The referee must provide details of why they are supporting the application and why they feel you are a suitable applicant to receive funding and support to enable you to progress to becoming a coach

1. Please make sure all details are completed and are as accurate as possible as we require this information to report to funders.
