Amber Valley Disability Sports and Leisure Development Group 

5th AGM

Held on the 18th March 2008 at Whitemoor Day Care Centre 6.00pm start 

Present: Mick Potter, Julie Potter (Belper Marlin S.C), Margaret Blount (Derbyshire Sport), George Newby (Sports Mixtures), Keith Mckenzie (Head Delves School), Gaz Buckley (Amber Valley Sport Development), Chris Hill (Delves School), Kirk Monk (Amber Valley Borough Council).
Mick Potter welcomed everyone to the meeting. At this point everybody introduced themselves and the positions that they held.  George Newby gave a brief outline of the sports mixtures group currently taking place at Alfreton.
Attached with these minutes, is a report detailing the sport mixtures group’s activities, supplied by George Newby.

1. Apologies: Apologies where received from Mary John, Tim Royal, Paul Goodley, Catherine Davis, Emma Waring, Vanya Currell and Alfie Smith
2. Confirmation of last Minutes: These were agreed as a true record. Proposed Margaret Blount and seconded by Julie Potter.

4. Chairpersons Report: See Attached Sheet 

MP informed the group that the disabled facilities are going to be installed in May 08 and that because of delays and upgrading of the project with portable hoists, shower-chairs and transfer boards etc, the project cost had increased by £3200. MP requested permission to submit an Awards For All, grant for this fee. The group agreed. 
The funding already obtained is £3000 (Social Services), £3000 (Amber Valley Sports Dev). PFI Grant £2200 (Amber Valley Borough Council). Total Project Cost £11400. Each centre will have:
1. X – Y Ceiling Hoists

2. Height Adjustable Coaches

3. Trans-aqua Shower-chair 
4. Transfer Boards

5. Portable Hoists

Kirk Monk confirmed that the new centres would have Disabled facilities that are recommended by Building Regulations & Sport England for disabled people both Dry and Wet side, and our facilities, where additional, and go beyond the above standards.  The installation of the new facilities has already had an impact on disability sport within the borough, as it is intended to hold the ASA Midland region disability swimming championship.  It is also intended to hold at the same time a day of Disability dry-side activities and to introduce possibly a new Amber Valley Boccia and New Age Curling league. 
Mick Potter, informed the group of the progress of the Sport-ability Project. We have received £1750 from Sports Relief to deliver 10 courses to luncheon clubs and disability groups, 4 of which have taken place and with a Grant from Amber Valley Active of £1000 we have purchase a set of kit for hire, once the course is delivered.
Mick Potter then gave a briefing on the proposed new multi sports club that the group is intending to start.  He stated that he is currently distributing a questionnaire designed to gather the interest for such a club and also to determine which group of people would require assistance to access a multi sport club.  This questionnaire is intended to go out to a large number of disability groups.  Margaret Blount, stated that there was already some, information with regards to disability participation for the county to support our proposals.  This information would be used in conjunction with the current questionnaire being distributed to ascertain the correct location for such a club.  Mick Potter explained that Amber Valley Borough Council have already committed about a thousand pounds for the setup of this club, from an enabling grant this is to be completed by Mick Potter.  Make Potter explained to the group that the main purpose of the questionnaire, was to ascertain the levels of opportunity and the participation rates for people with a disability that is considered to be of high to critical needs, within the social services care structure.  A copy of the questionnaire was given to all members of the group.
Keith McKenzie gave an overview of the opportunities now available at the Delves School.  He stated that there was now an opportunity for disabled groups to actually use the facilities at the school and welcomed anybody to take up this offer.  He also stated that the Delves School had been working with a number of organisations like Derby County football club and Alfreton Town football club to deliver activities. 
Chris Hill from the Delves School expressed his frustration in the current opportunities being presented by mainstream sports clubs.  He expressed concerns about people who were given the opportunity while at school to take part in sporting activities and that there, were no such opportunities, when they left.  There was an overwhelming consensus by the majority of the group, that the current situation was not acceptable and that the governing bodies need to do more to fulfil their commitments on Club Mark or Charter Mark.

She also requested, for Catherine Davies to be kept informed of future meetings, as she is very keen to help support the group.
