The results of the flip chart paper are below:

Gaps/Barriers

· Lack of facilities that are accessible, local and available.

· Transport/Travel time due to rural environment

· Cost

· Specialist equipment and the training required to adequately use it.

· Lack of awareness of what is available/publicity.

· Lack of training amongst staff both in leisure centres and by coaches in club environments .

· Lack of dedicated/specialist coaches/trainers who understand disability issues.

· No dedicated activity for complex needs.

· No way of talent Identification of gifted and talent athletes.

Possible Solutions:

· Funding – to help with venue costs, publicity of activities, campaigning, training.
· Look towards developing a dedicated multi sports club within Derbyshire Dales.

· Ensure that Facilities communicate with local groups and disabled people.

· Train staff in disability sport specific qualifications as well as inclusion.

· Directory for sport

· Sports festival and taster sessions.

· Target sports and clubs to become more inclusive, organisation could offer in house training to help clubs become more inclusive.

· Advocacy

The group then had discussions how they could possibly support one another to start to overcome some of the barriers.  The group decided that there was a need to look at the barriers and solution in more detail and to start action planning for the future.
