Read and Agreed Minutes from Previous Meeting

Matters Arising

(i)

Funding –  Becky advised the group the club had secured funding from Derby Cirty Council booster grants scheme. Becky added that an Awards for All grant had also been submitted. The club have taken their £1000 out of the groups account.

Coaching – Becky advised the group that they had beaten Sheffield Steelers in a previous match and that the first league game will take place in December.

Audit

(i)
Audit – Becky advised the group that Mark Dolman has been spending 2 days per week on the audit. Mark will concentrate on Area Panel 2. Becky advised the group that so in the audit process there appears to be gaps in the information returned.

(i)
Cricket – Tim advised the group that Gary O’Neil is trying to set up a visually impaired league through Derbyshire County Cricket Club. Tim mentioned that Gary had requested help from Derby City Council to run a coach education course. Colin agreed to follow this request up and advise the group on action.

(iii)
Sportsability – Louise informed the group that there will be a sportsability festival on Wednesday 28th November 2007. Approximately 6 activities will be on offer during the morning’s activities between 9:30am and 12:00pm.

Taster Days – The two taster days on Sunday 21st and Monday 22nd October @ Derby College are beginning to take shape. 7 sports have been chosen to deliver sessions. The sports have been chosen after consultation to ensure that they fit in with the County Sports Plan. Phil advised the group that cricket would be in the afternoon due to other commitments. Nicky advised the group that she could notify umbrella parents in the newsletter.

Bank Account – Becky advised the group that the current balance of the account is £1,417.69. Becky also raised the issue of the suitability of the Abbey National. After a discussion it was agreed that the group would move its account to a politer more suitable bank.
