Read and Agreed Minutes from Previous Meeting

The minutes of the meeting held on 22nd January 2007 were read and agreed as a true and accurate record. 
3.
Matters Arising

(i)
Logo – Simon apologised to the group for not having emailed the logo to the group. He advised the group that he will be speaking to the designer this week and getting back to the group with proofs. 
(ii)
Swimming – Janet advised the group that she had successfully received funding from the Derby City Council Youth Opportunities Fund. Janet confirmed that the funding should cover a 30 week programme. Janet however raised a key issue that she needs help with. Janet has been unable to find suitable time for the group to go swimming. The group suggested that Janet speak to Andy Fearn at Woodlands and look at making contact with Repton School and Ockbrook Moravians.
(iii)
Account – Jess advised the group that the account balance was currently £2,450. There is an invoice pending for £100 for the Boccia markings at Derby College.
(iv)
Play Strategy – Janet advised the group that she had met with Umbrella and had submitted information to the Play Strategy. The information concerned the current leisure opportunities for disabled people and the need for further funding to expand existing provision.
(v)
Active Women – Wayne showed the group a leaflet created by Sport and Leisure highlighting existing provision at Council facilities for Women only in Derby. Janet advised that there are other groups who are currently running women only sessions which may be added to the leaflet in the future.

Football Update
Simon discussed:
(i)
Funding – Simon advised the group that the football foundation bid was still being processed. Anna Cocheran who is assessing the bid has contacted the scheme and advised them that the bid will go to panel on 5th May and soon after be presented to the Foundation Board. Simon advised that he was hopeful of being able to advertise the five year post late May. 
Local Network Fund– The fund have contacted the scheme and highlighted the opportunity      for an extension grant for 2007/08. The submission has been made and we are awaiting details of the success/failure of the bid.

(iii)
Festivals – The ability counts club will be entering teams in this Sunday’s festival in Nottinghamshire. As a club there will be four teams entered representing Derby County in the Premiership, League and Under 16 tournaments.
5.
Wheelchair Basketball
Colin Discussed discussed:

(i)
Facility –  Colin informed the group that there was an issue with the toilet access at Noel Baker school. Unfortunately there are not adequate accessible toilets at the school at the moment so the group are moving back to the College. There is also the issue that the Basketball area will be used for exams so unfortunately access is not possible. The trailblazers in the long term are looking to access funding to solve the toilet issue. Colin confirmed that the group are committed to moving back to Noel Baker once the facility becomes accessible again.

(ii)
Numbers – Colin advised the group that numbers have started to dwindle slightly. To raise awareness further and recruit new players the group are having a re-launch on 13th May @ 2:30pm at Derby College. The session will be for children and adults.
(iii)
TRANSAC – Colin has begun to develop a relationship with a Community Voluntary group called TRANSAC. The group transport disabled people in Derby free of charge. Colin advised the group that this may solve a number of organisations problems.

6.
Cricket

Phil Luca discussed:

(i)
Fixtures – Phil advised the group that the club has its first game of the season on May 6th. A friendly match is also being arranged by Nottinghamshire. Phil advised the group that this may be in front of 2,000 people.
(ii)
Exposure – Phil confirmed that the club had been on Radio Derby to promote ongoing activities and had had some coverage in the Derby Evening Telegraph. 

(iii)
Training – The club currently have 21 players attending training. Phil has highlighted an access issue for wheelchairs for training and matches as well as transport. Phil is looking to resolve these issues as soon as possible. The group did of support and Jess will speak to the City Council Access Officer on Phil’s behalf. Training is on Wednesday evenings.
(iv)
Special Schools – Margaret advised the group that the Derbyshire Association of Special schools are arranging a cricket event. Margaret advised the group that she has informed them of the cricket club Phil runs and suggested he try to go down to the event to recruit new players.
(v)
Derbyshire Sport Website – Phil has been utilising the website as well as a number of others to promote the cricket club.
7.
Audit

(i)
Update – Jess advised the group that Tim and Helen had finalised the questionnaire. This is currently with the City Council Marketing team who are checking it over. The group agreed that: Helen, Bex, Rep from Umbrella, Colin, Tim and Margaret would meet away from the group to discuss the audit and questionnaire to progress it further and quickly.

(i)
Summer Challenge – Jess advised the group that a number of focus groups with young children had been undertaken and that the summer challenge was a result of this process. The groups identified that they wanted one point of call to find out what activities they could access. A deadline of 30th April has been set for clubs and organisations to submit information to go into the programme. Children and families will receive stamps when the undertake one of the activities within the summer challenge. Janet raised an issue that there may well be activities who do not submit information because their clubs are all ready full for the summer. Janet asked if the group could possibly arrange activities if there appear to be a shortfall in the programme. Jess agreed to go away and speak to Parks and also offered Mark’s time to deliver activities. Janet raised an issue over trampolining and the suitability of a programme she had been involved in. Wayne has asked for this information to be emailed to him away from the meeting to enable him to deal with any issue that may have occurred.
(ii)
Dwarf Athletic Association UK – Charlie informed the group of the national games that are being held in May from the 5th till the 7th in Birmingham. Regions from across the country will be competing across a number of athletic events. Denise educated the group on the correct usage of certain terms such as dwarfism. Denise went on to inform the group of the history of the DAA and how it had been developed and the role she was now playing. The group organise monthly swimming classes, short tennis sessions and are starting a football club this Saturday. Denise also brought to the groups attention a Boccia afternoon at Derby College on the 10th June.
(iii)
Children’s Fund – Janet advised the group that the organisation are still allocating grants for new initiatives. The group advised that we meet with the City Council funding officer.
(iv)
Focus On – Wayne raised the issue that in the Focus On magazine there was no reference to activities being undertaken within Derbyshire. Simon will email Adam Blaze and ask him to put information forward for the next issue.
(v)
Triathlon – Wayne handed out to the group a form giving details of the Leicestershire Inclusive Triathlon Event for Disabled Triathletes. He asked that if we have any people who may be interested to submit their information.
(vii)
Profile – Wayne suggested that as a group we endeavour to raise the groups profile. He suggested we make presentations to the Disabled Peoples Forum.
